Definition and general overview of information warfare

Information Warfare is a general concept that includes using of information technology
(computer and telecommunications equipment) and management to gain an advantage over
an adversary. Information warfare may involve the acquisition of tactical information; the
verification of information received the dissemination of misinformation and propaganda -
to demoralize or manipulate the adversary and the public, as well as to prevent the adversary
from obtaining credible information. Information warfare is closely related to psychological
warfare.

Information warfare methods:
Information warfare methods include:

. Suppression of television and radio transmitters, leading to a complete information
vacuum.

. Dissemination of misinformation, which is mainly done through trolls, bots, and
fake news. It is easy to manage public opinion through social media.

. Blocking of logistics networks, which leads to interruption of communication.

. Deactivation of the opponent's means of communication; The United States Air
Force, often risking aircraft and crews by attacking the enemy's strategic communications
targets; Alternatively, special computer programs and other tools may be used; By
electronically shutting down communication networks (unlike blasting), it is also possible
to restart it if necessary.

Examples of information operations:

As an example of information operations, we can consider the production of an active
disinformation campaign about AIDS in the eighties of the last century. The second
campaign - was produced in 2020 and around Covid-19.

Pros and cons of information warfare:

The advantage of information warfare may be the low level of the conflict spectrum, and
the unique ability to covertly invade the opponent's management and control system,
which allows access to the political intentions and decisions of the adversary.

Information warfare is seen as oppression suffered by poor and backward countries because
they lack the funding or resources to build stronger defenses for their nations. Thus, it
eventually becomes a game of developed and rich nations that can turn even small and weak
nations into puppets because of their high level of power over them.



Conclusion:

Information Warfare is one of the major challenges and problems of the twenty-first
century.
