It is undoubted that China has managed to raise its geopolitical influence all over world in
21st century. Therefore, the meaning of research China policy should be one of the top-
important priority for states. China has officially declared its ambitiousness on different
aspects, besides the economic and political goals, China also seeks to gain strategic
leadership in the ground, in the sea and even in the universe.

The nuclear security of China has tremendous role in the way to embody its foreign policy
as well as to maintain global security. The People’s Republic of China has developed and
possesses weapons of mass destruction, including chemical and nuclear weapons.

The first of China’s nuclear weapons tests took place in 1964, and its first hydrogen bomb
test occurred in 1967. Tests continued until 1996, when China signed the “Comprehensive
Test Ban Treaty” (CTBT).

China has acceded to the Biological and Toxin Weapons Convention (BWC) in 1984 and
ratified the “Chemical Weapons Convention” (CWC) in 1997. The number of nuclear
warheads in China's arsenal is a state secret. There are varying estimates of the size of
China's arsenal. China was estimated by the “Federation of American Scientists” to have
an arsenal of about 260 total warheads as of 2015, the fourth largest nuclear arsenal
amongst the five nuclear weapon states acknowledged by the “Treaty on the
Nonproliferation of Nuclear Weapons”. According to some estimates, the country could
"more than double" the "number of warheads on missiles that could threaten the United
States by the mid-2020s". Early in 2011, China published a defense white paper, which
repeated its nuclear policies of maintaining a minimum deterrent with a no-first-use
pledge. This, together with the fact that "it is deploying four new nuclear-capable ballistic
missiles, invites concern as to the scale and intention of China’s nuclear upgrade".

Economic security of the subjects of the South Caucasus in the post-Soviet period;

After the collapse of the Soviet Union, the security agenda of the post-Soviet countries of
the Caucasus region became closer to the population. As a result, the economic crisis,
environmental pollution and climate change, terrorism, people's political and social
expectations, and other similar problems have become serious challenges for states. The
hazards associated with such problems are different from traditional and therefore from
"non-traditional hazards". Like the former Soviet-communist economies, the countries of
the South Caucasus - Azerbaijan, Armenia and Georgia - share many similar and different
economic characteristics. First, the basic production infrastructure in heavy and light
industries is already outdated and needs to be modernized, requiring large financial
investments. On the other hand, corruption and an unhealthy competitive environment
are serious obstacles to economic development. Thus, in this article, using the example of
the South Caucasus, I will try to focus on the challenges of economic security in the
context of regional security.
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Manifestation of Corruption in World and Georgian Politics

Corruption is one of the most pressing and problematic issues in world politics. Such a
topical political category includes the consideration of different terminological
interpretations.

Despite numerous definitions of political corruption, there is no consensus regarding
which actions are specifically considered to be corrupt and which are not.

Corruption affects not only government but also commercial structures and public
organizations. Power and corruption have constantly been an integral part of each other,
and the development of civilization, state, population took place with the development of
corruption. Corruption has been and is considered to be bribery, embezzlement, theft,
extortion, abuse of discretion, favoritism and nepotism, use or creation of conflicts of
interest, unlawful political donations, and so on.

The reality is that modern corruption is driven by institutional incentives, including the
basic structures of the entire political system, which are the legislature, the executive and
the judiciary, the law enforcement and regulatory bodies, the media and civil society.

Corruption hinders both general development and weakens modern societies,
undermining public confidence in state institutions. In particular, it hinders the progress
of transition countries by diverting resources under state-building. Resources gained
through corrupt practices are often transformed into economic and social influences,
which weaken democratic institutions and contribute to the spread of corruption.

Numerous facts prove that corruption hinders the economic progress of the country,
political development, raising the living standards of the population. Millions of people
around the world, especially in developing countries, face corruption in their relationships
with public services on a daily basis. In many countries, administrative corruption places a
heavy burden on citizens and private companies in the time and other resources, causes
dissatisfaction with public services, undermines trust in these institutions, and blocks the
way for business development and investment growth. The poorest and most vulnerable
parts of the population suffer the most. Administrative corruption is often perceived as an
endemic event, a fruit of local tradition and culture and, thus, inevitable.

Political leaders take advantage of citizens' supposedly tolerant attitudes towards
corruption and thus justify their inaction. World experience offers many examples of
failed reforms and unfulfilled expectations. The financial system is also being exploited by



corrupt officials. Technology, of course, helps them. Now it is much easier than it was 20-
40 years ago to move money fast around the world and keep it a secret.

Russian security governance in the Southern Caucasus: A constructivist analysis of the
role of strategic narratives in the development of the Kremlin's security practices

Looking at the Southern Caucasus through a constructivist magnifying glass, the proposed
project will analyze the role that strategic narratives play in the development of the
Russian security governance in this region. The link between discourse analysis and the
main theories on security studies in the Southern Caucasus will be used to evaluate the
influence of strategic narratives on Kremlin’s policies. In order to identify the
chronological framework, three turning points in the evolution and change of the
practices and narratives of security governance in this area should be considered: a) the
five-day war between Georgia and Russia in 2008 following the escalation of tensions in
the breakaway regions of Abkhazia and South Ossetia, b) the four-day war in Nagorno-
Karabakh in 2016 which ended with the mediation of Russia, and c) the new war in
Nagorno-Karabakh in 2020, the Azerbaijani’s victory, and the deployment of the Russian
peacekeepers in the region. Following the identification of the crisis framework, the
analysis will focus on actors, protagonists, narratives, and their interconnections with the
regional security governance. This will allow both the historical reconstruction of the
security practices at the above-mentioned turning points in terms of diplomacy, military
activities, economic pressures, etc. as well as the analysis of the speech of the political
leaders involved using both primary and secondary literary sources. The analysis will then
address the role of Russia, its narrative strategy, and the interpretation and legitimization
of its security practices both domestically and internationally. Considering the
convergence between narrative practices, the Russian security policies, and their
projection on the security governance of the Southern Caucasus, this project aims at
explaining Kremlin’s policies in the region. This attempt will be undertaken to elaborate
on the latest security events in the region in light of the historical constants of Moscow’s
international projection as an Empire founded on a manifest destiny, on an ideology and a
national myth that tend to establish geopolitical spaces at its borders. In the current study,
the historical narrative projected onto the present formation of the geopolitical, historical,
cultural, political and ideological basis of the Southern Caucasus meant as part of the
Russian sphere of influence and the intimate link between a "speech" and such practices as
military and political pressures or economic sanctions will be investigated.

Security is especially relevant in the era of globalization, when economization,
democratization, informatization create unprecedented opportunities for development,
but at the same time make the system of international relations more vulnerable to
challenges such as terrorism, the use of weapons of mass destruction.

Challenges in the modern period in the world and it is very important to study
asymmetric threats against the background of geopolitical processes. The world faces
many challenges that cannot be solved without a concerted effort. Given the current
situation and geopolitical changes, NATO's role and function in world security is very
important. The main challenges and threats are military, terrorist, cyber and hybrid
threats from the East and South. NATO is working with its partner countries to address
and combat 21st century challenges and security challenges. Asymmetric warfare is a very
pressing and threatening problem for global and international security in the 21st century.
The superpowers and the largest alliances are trying in various ways to be ready for
asymmetric warfare, to anticipate future threats, and to take preventive measures.
Asymmetric warfare, in itself, involves different types of threats, such as terrorism,
nuclear weapons, weapons of mass destruction, cyberterrorism, etc. From these, it is
already clear that global security is in question. As long as the above-mentioned threats
exist, establishing peace on earth is a very serious problem. That is why many
international organizations are involved in diplomatic agreements and military operations.
The asymmetric threat is directly related to global security, since in itself it envisages a
sudden, devastating blow to each state. This issue has become much more urgent with the
current events in Ukraine. Accordingly, we will try our best to analyze and present the
process of globalization and asymmetric threats in the world.
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China's Energy Policy: Challenges and Global Tendencies

The real estate crisis of 2020-2022 has made it clear that China's policy of developing
the real estate sector as the main engine for vast economic growth is losing effectiveness.
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Consequently, in the process of searching for a new locomotive for the economy, many
analysts point to the importance of the green sector. In 2021, China announced that by
2060 it would go carbon-neutral. Given China’s high reliance on these resources, this goal
is undoubtedly ambitious.

Therefore, due to the
actuality of this issue, my presentation will focus on analyzing existing statistical
materials, academic and analytical articles, reports and using visualization methods to
answer the following research question: What are the problems facing the energy system
of China, does China's control of green energy technology poses a threat the world and
how does Beijing plan to achieve its goals?
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Pre-empting the Threats and Risks of Nuclear Terrorism in a New Global Order

The possibility of nuclear terrorism has been an increasing worry of the global community
in the post-soviet era, as the number of nuclear nations has expanded and governmental
control over nuclear stockpiles has decreased. The biggest threat that many nations
confront in the near future is a terrorist nuclear assault. Attempts to protect against it by
hardening domestic targets will fail, as will relying on pre-emption by fighting the
terrorists before they attack.

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Modern Nuclear Posture and National Security Planning - The USA Policy-Making
Case

After disappearance of the Soviet Union and its satellite military coalition the Warsaw
Pact in 1990, the NATO with the USA leadership had to shift its reorientation from
collective defense into collective security. The transformation affected also its nuclear
planning policy that due to the one had become almost absolute and even regular sessions
of Nuclear Planning Group been suspended. The transformation has been taking place
until New Cold War stars with Russia’s incursion into Ukrainian affairs and annexation of
the Crimea peninsula. During the Warsaw NATO Summit in 2016 strategic balance with
Russia and nuclear planning issues regained its relevance. In this conjunction the USA
policy-makers dealing with national nuclear posture intensively getting discussed
possibility to re-invoke idea of constructing anti-missile defense system for providing
strict protection of the Euro-Atlantic community against strategic ballistic nuclear missiles
attacks not only already from already “nuclear club” members, like the Russian Federation
but also from rogue nations, like the North Korea and Iran. Hence, the USA nuclear policy
planners regain in position to reconcile sessions of the Nuclear Planning Group and
prepares to reconstruct new type of “nuclear defense shield”.

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Non-violent civic resistance during pandemic

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Global Payment Services And Its Role in Financial Sanctions

Following the Russian invasion of Ukraine, the European Commission decided to remove
seven Russian banks from the Society for Worldwide Interbank Financial
Telecommunication (SWIFT), a financial messaging service used to facilitate global cross-
border bank transfers. In the meantime, the United States, the United Kingdom, Japan,
and other countries pushed to disconnect several largest Russian banks from SWIFT, as
well. In addition, the major card payment service providers: Visa, MasterCard and
American Express also suspended their operations in Russia - making all these brands'
cards useless. For some, these actions were unimaginable as they assumed the West would
not trigger "financial nuclear" sanctions on Russia. As of now Russia tops the list of the

most sanctioned countries, followed by Iran, North Korea, Syria, Venezuela, Myanmar
and Cuba.

Therefore, it is important to review how other countries are affected by payment service
sanctions and how they continue "business as usual".
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Coverage of cultural-educational theses in occupied Abkhazia in ,Netgazeti®

Issues in the field of cultural monuments and education in the occupied territories are a
painful topic for Georgian society. The online publication Netgazeti is a prominent Georgian
media portal covering cultural and educational issues in occupied Abkhazia. It actively
covers the plight of Georgian monuments on the territory of Abkhazia and seeks to arouse
the interest of not only Georgians but also the international community. It should be noted
that the online publication Netgazeti pays special attention to the education of the
Georgian-speaking population and actively covers the problems related to this topic. The
studied articles show that the situation in occupied Abkhazia is the worst in terms of culture
and education. That is why Georgian media outlets should pay special attention to this
problem.
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Coverage of the impact of the pandemic on the economic processes in occupied
Abkhazia in the Georgian online media (Interpressnews. ge, On.ge and Commersant. Ge

There is a special interest in the Georgian society towards the situation in the occupied
territories; the role of the media in covering the news of these regions is fundamental, as
informing, the public proper during the occupation facilitates the connection with our
historical territories. Exactly this is what we can do against Russian aggression —
Informativeness and constant communication. Possessing the necessary details in all spheres
of public life has a crucial role in getting the result. The reality of occupied Abkhazia reaches
the rest of Georgia with a delay and often in a change. Therefore, the high professionalism
of Georgian online media is necessary for the process of covering the situation in the
occupied territories. A survey of residents of occupied Abkhazia found that the difficult
economic situation of the population was aggravated by Covid-19. During this period, the
Abkhazian Georgians were repeatedly blocked by the occupier-separatists from the Enguri
Bridge and removed from Georgian-controlled cities providing household, educational, or
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medical needs. Unemployment, rising prices, and off-road conditions have exacerbated the
already tense life. We consider that the economic troubles in the occupied territories
require special attention from the media. Therefore, the results of our observations and
research on the coverage of the pandemic impact on the economic processes in Abkhazia
were interesting. An analysis by Interpressnews, on. ge and Kommersant. showed that
media coverage of the reality of occupied Abkhazia is indeed included in the priorities,
however, there are some deficiencies, and receiving appropriate recommendations for their
correction will be useful for our media outlets.
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Tv Imedi column, ,,Fake News" against misinformation

Disinformation spread by various sources has become a significant problem for modern
society, which has become a challenge for the Georgian media. From this point of view, the
TV section Imedi's "Fake News" is important. The section "Fake News" provides the latest
and factual information to the public. Excessive information field conditions make a
continuous flow of news facts and allow us to study and analyze them very easily. The rubric
is mainly engaged in obtaining Russian propaganda materials and making them available to
the public. Topics relate to pandemics, falsification of history, and various directions for the
polarization of society. Observations on the rubric show that such programs are important
for properly informing the public. We believe that the Georgian media should increase the
number of programs in this direction so that the national interests of our society are
understood as correctly as possible.
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Social media in the Georgian reality

In any period of human history, the dissemination of information has played an important
role.

Over time, the quality of providing information has evolved, improved, and covered a larger
segment of the community. At first, information was distributed orally, and then a
manuscript appeared, followed by a printed form. Decades later, information dissemination
took a revolutionary step and involved magnetic waves, and radiofrequency, which became
a unique opportunity for spreading information effectively.
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From the second half of the 20th century, a new form of media was introduced in Georgia,
television, and later, because of the development of new technologies - social media. In the
information era, the latter is the most popular and operative by which people instantly
receive the latest information regardless of time and location.

The last century has been marked by high and multifaceted development in the history of
mankind including technological progress. However, it has not reached the same rate in all
countries. It depends on numerous factors, but the fact is that the standards in this area are
set only by financially strong states with high development and culture in a particular issue.

Recently, there is a tendency in Georgia, according which a large part of the society in our
country, Millennials, in particular, a group of people aged 35-40, is actively involved in the
social network. As a result, the main means of receiving information is not the TV
broadcaster, but social networks.

According to today's statistics, the number of users on social networks is growing
exponentially both abroad and in Georgia.

Comparing the agendas of the American, German, British and any other country with an
audience of tens of millions to Georgia will be ineffective, although it is interesting to see
how competitive social media is in Georgia and what quality it carries.

The purpose of this report is to find out how much modern Georgian media has been
integrated into the latest technological progress and how their activity corresponds to the
examples of states with our resources and audience.
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Thematic Priorities of Magazines Focusing on Cultural Issues (On the example of
»Indigo“ and ,,Art gen®)

Active coverage of the cultural sphere, in addition to informing the people, is also focused
on its development. Thus, the materials from the field of culture should be thematically
diverse, interesting, and of high quality.

Timely response to the challenges in the field by the media, relevant agencies, and the
public, intensive information from citizens, open speaking about problems, and finding
ways to solve them increase the opportunities for advancement in the field.

Based on the research of the materials of the magazines "Indigo" and "Art Gen", we tried to
identify the thematic priorities of Georgian publications focused on cultural issues.

This issue is very important because the modern Georgian press often avoids full coverage
of the cultural sphere, which may cause serious problems in the future. It is not enough just
to inform the society, it is necessary to educate it and provide it with cognitive, cultural-
recreational content. Sectoral journalism is becoming more and more in demand in the
world and against this background, it is necessary for our press to follow the current trends.

We used the content analysis method in the research process. We tried to reveal the existing
reality based on observations and make a corresponding conclusion.
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The literary representation of the Georgian-Abkhazian conflict in the Abkhazian press

The events of the 90s of the 20th century, in particular, the conflict of Abkhazia is an
interesting subject of many different fields and scholars in Georgia, Abkhazian and
international scientific space. The issue has taken on a multidisciplinary character as
scientists study different aspects of conflict, which is quite natural as conflict genetics allows
for many interpretations and is interesting for conflictologists as well as psychologists,
literary critics, journalists, and anthropologists.

One of the most interesting perspectives on the study of the Georgian-Abkhazian conflict
is the press, which fully reflects the events, positions, or attitudes that accompanied, on the
one hand, the course of the conflict and, on the other hand, the post-conflict period.

It should be noted that the literary representation of the Georgian-Abkhazian conflict
appeared instantly in both Georgian and Abkhazian literature. It is noteworthy that the
print media promoted the representation of war literature. Many Georgian writers were
famous for their war products by the papers and the press, such as Guram Odisharia, Geno
Kalandia, Jano Janelidze, Rezo Tabukashvili

At this stage, the subject of our research is the literary representation of the Georgian-
Abkhazian conflict reflected in the Abkhazian press. We will specifically touch upon the
literary texts of Olga Vinokurova, a Russian writer and editor working in Abkhazia, in
which the artistic profile of the war is presented from the Abkhazian position.
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The Time Factor as the Main Challenge of Mass Communication

Digital technologies have posed significant challenges to the media: On the one hand,
integration with the online format has accelerated the process of converting mass media to
a multimedia format and blurred the line between "local and central’, and "old and new"
media. On the other hand, one of the main values of information transmission has become
speed, and not the medium's responsibility for the content of the news it spreads, which
usually needs to be backed up by facts. Reality shows that the time factor "forces" the media
to fight for supremacy and ranking, to withstand the strict competition of the media market,
and to keep the audience, which under the influence of accelerated pace, has a self-
determination function - the user decides how to receive, understand and share the truth.

Although speed and time do not justify inaccuracies, it is the time factor that determines
media "deadlines" and, as a result, we have fact-based, unverified news replications that are
detrimental to media organizations and the public.

What is the reality of the media considering the time factor? - In the framework of the
report on this important issue, I present scientific opinions and analysis of the current
situation.
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The importance and main trends of media prosocial activism

The world is changing over time: technologies are evolving, all spheres of public life are
undergoing a constant metamorphosis, and the process of globalization is actively
underway, which is why the problem of one country can become a puzfore of another.
Beneficial shifts are gaining the same scale.

The social landscape, its characteristics, and agenda are constantly changing. The challenges
that humanity faced before may no longer be relevant today, although many new problems
are inspired by the old.

Despite some progress in various directions, from time to time several problems appear in
the life of the community. It is not a matter of being, but of a public problem that any of us
may face.

In a modern, rather turbulent life, many social problems have come to the fore. Many of
them have found not only local but also global solutions and have become a major challenge
for all of humanity. Examples are bad habits that endanger human health; Severe ecological
picture; Increased number of car accidents; Also increasing rates of domestic violence;
Acute deficit of civil liability; Avoiding participation in elections; Violation of one's own
and others' rights, willingly or unwillingly, etc.

Social problems significantly hinder the development of society, and the strength of this
link is an important precondition for building a strong state. This is where the power of
constructive media comes into play. Especially - television, which, thanks to its rich means
of expression, has a significant effect in the long run.



It is the duty of the constructive media to systematically show pro-social activity and apply
all its energy: "to promote the public good, to achieve charitable goals, to raise public
awareness of important public issues and/or to promote a positive change in public
behavior."

The purpose of this paper is as follows:
e Talk about the importance of pro-social media activism and its beneficial effects;
e Find out to what extent modern television media, in particular the Public
Broadcaster, is up to the challenge - what social issues it is focusing on and what the
quality of delivery is.

In addition, a practical continuation of the paper will be a pilot version of our social
advertising film, which addresses the fundamental principles of the Convention on the
Rights of the Child.
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Narrative of collective trauma in Georgian media

The theory of trauma has been one of the current approaches in scientific discourse since
the 90s of the 20t century, the foundation for its study was laid in the American humanities
and social sciences, which later became the subject of study by researchers in various fields
and profiles.

The rising tide of interest towards collective trauma or traumatic memory was conditioned
by wars or the difficult post-conflict psychological status of people, who had to deal with
both trauma-containing memories and struggle against them.

It should be noted, that the paradigms defining collective trauma have been determinative
in the Georgian media since the 1990s, which was related to the dissolution of the Soviet
Union on the one hand, and the difficult political or social situation caused by the events of
April 9, Georgian-Abkhazian and Georgian-Ossetian conflicts and civil war.

Here we also would like to note that the Georgian media has become a source of inspiration
for those creators, in the literary narrative of which so-called war literature was formed and
acquired different perspectives.

At this stage, the subject of our interest is to comprehend the Georgian media space in the
context of theories of traumatic memory, we will focus on the material of the 90s, which
presents the narrative of the Georgian-Abkhazian conflict, also on the modern discourse of
the Russian-Ukrainian war, which will allow us to study by the method of comparative
analysis and determine, how the concepts of collective trauma are reflected in the media
space.

The portrait is crucial among the genres of print media; it is distinguished both by its style
and by the psychological investigations, which have always interested its readers. Thus, its
role is also important;

It is a kind of an elitist genre and it offers us not only the portrait of a person in a narrow
sense but also the environment in which the hero works and lives; his interests, pains, and
so on. Therefore, the portrait essay unties the inner world of the hero.
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This is why we became interested in this genre and chose the “Teatri” journal for this study.
The publishing house with has a history that is longer than a century and offers us portrait
essays on its very own papers; this is what makes this print media distinguishable and
interesting. The portraits are about the most prominent figures of our reality — Georg
Balanchini, Erlom Akhvlediani, and Lili Ioseliani in their sphere of interest.

In our study, we tried to analyze these works and show just how important, difficult and
interesting portrait essays are for media and how important it is to develop this genre.
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Gender Advertising: Stereotypes and Peculiarities

One of the main purposes of mass communication is to reflect reality and to prevent the
deepening of stereotypes in society, which is reflected in each of its varieties. In addition,
the obligation of the mass media is not to reinforce these stereotypes or not to turn itself
into a mechanism for spreading them while fulfilling its purpose.

It was a long way from the first trademark product to today’s modern advertising industry,
although its importance has always been clear. Advertising is an indirect way of
communicating with an audience that has an unambiguous purpose and message. It has
been a constant companion of human life for many centuries, with it changing the form,
chara, cer and content of advertising.

Society lives on information provided by advertising as one of the means of mass
communication assimilates the provided narrative and considers it a norm. Therefore,
everything that exists in the medium and that has direct contact with people has the ability
to influence them, and advertising is unambiguously considered as one of them, therefore
it first of all needs the authenticity of the spread of information.

Following the history of the spread and development of advertising, it becomes clear that it
immediately assimilates established stereotypes including gender tendencies, as it often not
only reinforces but also creates even stereotypes.

Therefore, this paper regards the history of the origins of advertising, reflection ad
demonstration of gender characteristics through the prism of advertising, where the issue
of the presence/absence of gender stereotypes will be discussed and analyzed. Analyzing the
empirical field in conjunction with the theoretical basis will allow us to shed light on the
gender characteristics in advertising.

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Church-state relations in Georgia

Church-state relations always have been important during the establishment of statehood.
Georgia always has been at the juncture of west and east, Christian and eastern religions, it
always was in a difficult and inconstant political position. That is why it is of utmost
importance for Georgia how the particular political situations would have been reflected on
the church and what is the contribution of the church in creating Georgia as a state.

One of the examples of this is the choice of Erekle 2nd when he chose Christian Russia over
Zoroastrianism Iran and in 1783 in Georgievsk signed on friendly relations treaty. The 8th
article of the treaty was covering matters concerning the Georgian church. Catholicos of
Kartli was equaled to an ordinary member of the Russian synod; this was implying the real
intentions of Russia over the Georgian church.

In 1921 after the Sovietization of Georgia, the relationship between the government and
church went on a different stage. The government weakened the power of the church. This
was an accident when the religious interests of the community and government were
radically different from each other.

The 1921 Constitution stipulated that all human rights would be protected: regardless of
religion. The Constitution established the principle of non-interference and independence.
The first constitution of Georgia also stated that a person could not be persecuted for his
religion, but the reality was different. It is also important to note that the 1921 Constitution
severely restricted the rights of the Church. The authorities forced the church to be loyal
to him; oththe erwise, lathe w would punish them. The 1995 Constitution recognized the
contemporary principle of freedom of religion and the separation of religion and state,
which in turn later became a secular model of cooperation.

I think giving preference to the Orthodox Church does not a priori imply discriminatory
treatment of other religious associations. Especially when the Constitution of Georgia
recognizes the freedom of religion and belief. The relationship between the Orthodox
Church and the state is regulated by the Constitution of Georgia. After the Constitution,
special importance is attached to the "Constitutional Agreement" between the State of
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Georgia and the Apostolic Autocephalous Orthodox Church of Georgia, established by the
Parliament of Georgia in 2002.

Based on the views of scholars or lawyers presented in the paper, taking into account the
practices of different countries, I will try to formulate my view on the problematic issue
through appropriate arguments and examples.
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Rights and Duties of LLC Shareholders According to the New Law of Georgia on
Entrepreneurs

The legal status of an LLC shareholder is created by the system of rights and duties of a
shareholder, which has been established throughout the whole history of the LLC and has
its logic and structure. The rights and duties of a shareholder are divided according to the
form of legal regulation into the rights and duties determined by the law and the charter.
The new Law on Entrepreneurs expands the regulation of rights and duties under both -
the law and the charter. At the same time, the procedures for realization thereof were
specified. The rights and duties of a shareholder are divided into entrepreneurial and civil
rights and duties according to their legal nature. The new Law on Entrepreneurs has
expanded to regulate the transfer (disposition, loss, acquisition, etc.) of a shareholder’s LLC
share. In the legal literature, traditionally, the rights and duties of a shareholder are
classified according to their content as non-property (governance) and property rights.
According to the content, a more detailed classification of rights and duties is possible. In
addition, the scientific literature proposes the classification of the rights and duties of an
LLC shareholder as unconditional and conditional rights and duties. Based on all
classification signs mentioned in the paper, according to the new Law on Entrepreneurs, a
general (schematic) description of the rights and duties of an LLC shareholder is provided.
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Dismissal based on the reorganization of a public institution

The paper will discuss and analyze dismissal based on the reorganization of a public
institution, during the analysis of which we will refer to the legislative regulation according
to both the 1997 law and the modern law. In addition, the purpose, essence, and concept of
the reorganization will be discussed and the presented paper will analyze which change
should be considered as a reorganization, what are its characteristics, and what is needed to
evaluate the change in the structure of the service as a reorganization. Also, the paper will
discuss how to dismiss staff based on reorganization according to the legislation and practice
of Georgia. Special emphasis will be placed on the definition of the Supreme Court of
Georgia and its main essence, as well as on the principle of better / better selection of an
officer during dismissal and the issue of dismissal of a pregnant officer during
reorganization, within which the Supreme Court decision will be analyzed.
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Criticism of the Court-ordered Interim Measures

The Law of Georgia on Arbitration regulates the usage of interim measures, which
determines the possibilities of an arbitral tribunal to grant interim measures and court-
ordered interim measures. This means, that any party may request an arbitral tribunal or
court. The research aims to criticize court-ordered interim measures, to determine whether
that jurisdiction changes the scope of this law and whether it restricts the rights of the
parties, and whether it is an attempt to avoid arbitration when the parties have different
interests. The possible refusal of the court will limit the possibility of appealing to
arbitration with the same request. Use of interim measures under the first paragraph of
Article 17 of this Law, as a rule, cannot be directly enforced by a court without notice and
it is subject to judicial control. On the other hand, the court empowered by the first
paragraph of Article 23 decides on the application of the interim measures. Therefore, when
using interim measures, an important mechanism for the parties may be established by a
common legal record about both norms.
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The issue of the constitutionality of the restriction and suspension of human rights during
a state of emergency in the Constitution of Georgia

One of the most important issues in the Constitution of Georgia is the provisions related to
the state of emergency, during which the President of Georgia has the right to restrict or
suspend human rights by decree. The decree issued by the President on the restriction of
human rights enters into force upon its issuance, and on the suspension of the norm as soon
as it is approved by Parliament. Both cases are gross interference with human rights.
Focusing on these provisions during a state of emergency is not accidental, as it not only
deviates from human rights at this time but can also be used by the executive for political
purposes, which could lead to more interference with human rights than necessary. In
addition, the state of emergency is already in crisis, and more interference with human
rights than is necessary could contribute to more crises. In such a situation, the protection
of human rights is crucial. All the provisions of the Constitution regarding human rights
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affect the constitutional order as a whole, so the study aims to assess the constitutionality
of the validity of these two forms, both in terms of national and international law. Research
has shown that restrictions on human rights are permissible under national law and
international law. As for the suspension of human rights, it is contrary to the essence of
human rights, the rule of law, and the constitutional order in general. Human rights cannot
be abolished because they are natural rights, human beings are born with them, and they
have these rights because they are human beings, so the state does not grant them, the state
can only recognize and acknowledge them. Without these rights, man cannot be the goal
of the existence of the state.
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The Effect of Environment on the Right to Respect for Private and Family Life:
Environment
v. Article 8

“All human beings depend on the environment in which we live. A safe, clean, healthy, and
sustainable environment is integral to the full enjoyment of a wide range of human rights,
including the rights to life, health, food, water, and sanitation”. In the system of the
international judiciary/international law, the European Court of Human Rights
(hereinafter, ECtHR) is the forum in which individuals/states have the opportunity to
protect the human rights as well as the environment through human rights law by invoking
the relevant articles of the European Convention on Human Rights (hereinafter, ECHR). In
the paper, the author analyses the case-law of the ECtHR in the light of Article 8 of ECHR
and the environment — the effect of it on the well-being of humans — and outlines the
obligations defined by the ECtHR for the states. Apart from the aforementioned, the paper
presents the opinions from the doctrine, which reaffirm that in today’s world
environmental problems have devastating effects on the enjoyment of human rights. It must
be noted that the governments are one of the most important actors, which should take
preventive measures to avoid potential harm to the human beings and future generations.
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The international legal status of offshore oil and gas drilling rigs and regulations governing
their operation

The paper aims to present the international legal status of offshore oil and gas extraction
equipment and the norms regulating their operation. Floating oil and gas installations are
the key infrastructure facilities of the offshore oil and gas industry. Due to their mobility,
such installations can be used repeatedly; today they can provide a full cycle of offshore
field development - exploration, production, storage, and shipment of petroleum products.
Meanwhile, such a wide functionality of floating installations makes it difficult to determine
their international legal status. Within the meaning of the 1982 UN Convention on the Law
of the Sea, the international legal status of floating oil and gas installations is unclear. The
uncertainty is explained by the dualistic nature of this category of marine objects. On the
one hand, floating installations are "installations" when conducting exploration or
exploitation of seabed resources, and on the other hand, they fall under the category of
"vessels" when navigating. The assignment of floating installations to one category or
another is important, since it determines the choice of jurisdiction, and affects the
applicability of the principles of the law of the sea and the requirements of international
treaties. The purpose of the article is to analyze the provisions of international law that
determine the international legal status of floating oil and gas installations, assess their
optimality for modern practice, and substantiate proposals for their improvement. To
achieve these goals, the article traces the development of provisions on the international
legal status of floating oil and gas installations in the context of the regimes of the Geneva
Conventions on the Law of the Sea of 1958 and the UN Convention on the Law of the Sea
of 1982 and also compares approaches to determining the status of floating installations for
the purposes and objectives of various conventions applicable to certain aspects of their
operation. The article deals with groups of conventions, according to which floating and
fixed installations are identified with ships; exclusively floating installations are categorized
as ships; floating and fixed installations are allocated to a special legal category; floating
installations are classified as "vessels" when navigating, and as "installations" at the time of
exploration and development of deposits (dualistic approach). The author concludes that it
is unacceptable to have different approaches to determining the status of floating oil and gas
installations for various purposes and tasks of international legal regulation. As a solution to
the problem of differentiation, the expediency of unifying the concept of the dualistic
approach is substantiated, ways of its improvement are outlined, and recommendations are
made for integrating the unified dualistic approach into the system of international legal
regulation.
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A regulated agreement is the best way to overcome the debtor's economic crisis

The paper deals with a regulated agreement, which is the best way to overcome the debtor’s
economic crisis. The purpose of the topic is to examine the regulated agreement. In this
article, I showed my studies and presented the important issues related to this institution.
The interest in this topic was caused by the appearance of the mentioned issue in the
Georgian legislative space. This institution was not known to our legislation until now. Its
introduction was conditioned by the existing legislative change. In particular, the Law on
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Rehabilitation and Collective Satisfaction of Creditor’s claims adopted by the Parliament of
Georgia in 2020 took it into account. I think the issue will be interesting for the audience,
because the news, which is related to a regulated agreement, is not yet known to the public.
A regulated agreement can be considered, as one of the most important institutions in the
law of Insolvency It will settle the interests between the creditors and the debtor by
agreement bypassing the court.

The institute of fine reduction and its problematic nature in Georgian court practice

Penalty as an additional means of securing a claim is an important part of the law of
obligation. In concluding civil contracts, the parties often agree on the amount and thus
create a kind of guarantee of fulfillment of the obligation. One of the fundamental principles
of civil law —is freedom of contract, therefore, When using this institution, the parties have
the luxury of acting in their interests and setting the amount of the fine without any
interference, although the problem is that the established case law seriously damages and
undermines both the principle of freedom of contract and the legal nature of the fine itself.
This often causes damage to the parties. It is clear that in almost all cases the court considers
the inconsistently high nature of the fines autonomously determined by the parties and
significantly reduces it (10 times 3 times 4 times, etc.). Unfortunately, Georgian judges often
make decisions on this issue without proper reasoning. This is a serious crack in Georgian
court practice. This paper aims to see and analyze these shortcomings. It should be noted
that judges reduce not only high but also "inappropriately high" fines. It is impossible to
give a true answer to the question of what it should be and specifically what standards a
given concept should meet, and this is also somewhat of a problem. That is why this text
will evaluate the various decisions made by judges. In addition to the above, the reader will
learn about the concept of fines and will analyze in more depth the relationship between
the principles of fines and freedom of contract. The substantive aspects and significance of
the legal status of the parties will also be discussed. The practice of foreign states will also
be discussed from different angles.
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The substantive-procedural content of the principles of impartiality and neutrality in the
mediation process

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Challenges of the judiciary in Georgia: between separation of internal organizational
competencies and individual independence of judges

Ensuring the independence of the judiciary is important for the rule of law and human
rights, as well as for the economic and social development of the country. The independence
of the judiciary establishes the resilience necessary to maintain stability and progress in any
political system during a period of an imminent change of government. At the same time,
an independent justice system is the main guarantee of protection against the arbitrariness
of the government and, therefore, its means of restriction. The creation of a justice system
in the history of independent Georgia has always been a topical issue. Despite several
institutional changes over the years, the judiciary still faces significant challenges, which
can be due to a variety of reasons. From the analysis of the current legal or political processes
in the country, it is clear that the lack of appropriate political will and proper civic self-
awareness remains a crucial factor. The purpose of this paper is to systematically analyze
the reforms implemented after 2012 and to assess the guarantees of independence of the
existing judicial system of Georgia. The paper discusses the problem of separation of internal
organizational competencies of the judiciary and the individual independence of judges. In
addition, prospects for system recovery are proposed.
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The legitimacy of extension of A/R of Abkhazia’s authority within the democratic state’s
context — until the restoration of Georgia’s factual jurisdiction

The paper envisages the resolution of the Parliament of Georgia, by which the Parliament
dissolved, then confirmed its competence and defined the term of office of the Supreme
Council of the Autonomous Republic of Abkhazia, as well as discusses the legislative acts of
Georgia, related to the representative body. According to the Constitution of Georgia,
Georgia is a democratic and legal state. The source of governmental power is the people,
hence power is exercised in accordance with the constitution. Currently, Constitution does
not define a law on the election and dismissal of the Supreme Council, as well as a
constitutional law on the A / R of Abkhazia. Thus, it is impossible to find a unified legal
framework for the authority of the Supreme Council. The Constitution of Georgia stipulates
that the powers of the Autonomous Republics of Abkhazia and Adjara and the procedure
for their implementation shall be determined by the Constitutional Laws of Georgia, which
are an integral part of the Constitution of Georgia. However, in our case, the defined
obligation of the Constitution is neglected. It is within the framework of the paper that
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recommendations have been developed according to which the Parliament of Georgia may
establish a legal basis for the functioning of the representative body of occupied Abkhazia
and determine the rules of elections by adopting a constitutional law on the Autonomous
Republic of Abkhazia. In conclusion, it sets out the practices of the Supreme Council as a
political symbol. Gradually over time, the council will be empty of deputies. In this case,
the subject of interest is the way how the representative body will continue its function.
The paper, on the other hand, will examine international practice, in particular the legal
regulations of Moldova and Ukraine concerning their occupied and annexed territories.
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Problems of protection of legal secrets in Civil Law

1. There is no term "legal secrecy" in Georgian legislation, which means to determine the
approach of the legislation in this regard and whether it protects legal secrecy.

2. According to the European Court of Human Rights, there is no reason to interpret the
concept of personal life as excluding professional or commercial activities, since it is through
work that people have the opportunity to develop relationships with the outside world.

3. Article 31 of the Constitution of Georgia strengthens the most important principle on the
right to appeal to the court. According to this rule, the right can be exercised both in person
and through a representative.

4. Tt is not uncommon for individuals to appear in a relationship who seem to be a
representative, but they do not belong to the representatives within the meaning of Articles
103-114 of the Civil Code. Such persons should therefore be separated from the above
representatives.

5. When talking about the addressees of the duty of protection of legal secrets, first of all, a
lawyer should be named, whose main principle of activity is the protection of professional
secrets. However, not only lawyers take care of the protection of legal secrets.

6. Advocates and others have limited restrictions on freedom of expression. Consequently,
liability may also arise in violation of the scope of freedom of expression. 6. Georgian
legislation imposes sanctions for violating legal secrets. Article 34 of the Law on Advocates
defines the types of disciplinary sanctions, namely: a warning; deprivation of the right to
practice the profession of lawyer for a period of between six months up to three years;
termination of membership of the Bar Association.
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Agricultural-oenological characterization of rachuli varieties black kabistoni,
rachuli its vane, and kudurauli

The purpose of the study was to determine the potential for the production of wine from
the forgotten native varieties from the region of Racha, such as black Kabistoni, Rachuli
Mtsvane, and Kudurauli.

From the grape VA, riety black kabistoni were made semi-sweet and dry wines, and from
the grapes, Rachuli Mtsvane and kudurauli were made wines by classical ty+pe and
fermented with the hard part of grapes without the stem.

In eavarietyvarieties were determined sugars, total acidity, and pH, and in fermented wines
alcohol, total acidity, sugars, volatile acidity, sulfur content, dry extract, and pH according
to the international method of OIV. These physical and chemical parameters corresponded
to the norms established by the legislation of Georgia.

For each grape variety were also deter ned the recovery of juice and the content of organic
acids in grapes, as well as in wine materials obtained from it. For all wine samples
determined organoleptic evaluation.

It has been established that these varieties have a high agroenological value. They can be
used to make the classical types of wines and wines fermented with the hard part of the
grape. That allows us to recommend their development in the viticulture and winemaking
region of Racha for restoring these forgotten varieties.
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Study of the effectiveness of Georgian bentonite clay (Askangeli) against the protein
turbidity of white wine

The use of bentonite for the processing of all unsustainable wines is permitted to prevent
wine protein turbidity. On the Geor,gain market we find both imported and Georgian-made
bentonite clay intended for wine processing, the ore of which is located in the village of
Askana in Guria.

The study aimed to determine the effectiveness of Georgian-made Akangel on the protein
purity of white wine, compare it with other bentonite preparations on the market, and
develop some practical recommendations.

As a result of market research, three preparations were selected that are most actively used
in practical winemaking. These are: Laffort - MICROCOL® ALPHA, Champagne Institute
of Wine (I0C) - BENTOSTAB POUDRE, Erbsloh - SODIBENT Supra.

5 different samples of white, classic wine were selected for the experiment. They underwent
a complete analysis and a susceptibility test to protein turbidity was tested. Each sample is
administered in 4 different doses of Akangel and other selected drugs. Doses were selected
according to the manufacturer's recommendation. After gluing, the following
characteristics were determined for each sample: stability to protein turbidity, organoleptic
change, mass the percentage of leachate produced, and wine transparency. Based on the
results obtained, some conclusions and recommendations were developed.
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Comparative study of natural semi-sweet wines: Kindzmarauli and Akhasheni

The aim of the topic was a comparative study of Kindzmarauli and Akhasheni semi-sweet
wines made from Saperavi with the same technology in the Kvareli viticulture micro zone
and Zegaani viticulture microzone.

The novelty of the topic is to determine the distinguishing features of Kindzmarauli and
Akhasheni semi-sweet wines made from Saperavi.

According to the existing technological instructions for the production of naturally semi-
sweet wines, semi-sweet wines were made from Kvareli and Akhashen viticulture
microzones from Saperavi grapes, respectively Kindzmarauli and Akhasheni. Parameters for
certification were defined in the wines: (alcohol content, total acidity, sugar content,
volatile acids, sulfur, PH and anthocyanins, and common phenols).

Organic acids were determined in the samples by liquid chromatography and Anthocyanins
by Gloria method (OIV methods).

These wines underwent organoleptic evaluation and it was found that Kindzmarauli wine
is characterized by a weak pomegranate color, while Akhashen dark dark color.

Kindzmarauli was characterized by relatively low extraction and physique, while
Akhasheni was dark purple and characterized by high extraction.

The difference given between the wines must be due to the differences in the ecosystem of
the viticulture microzones.
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The eco-geographical call environment of wildly growing grapevine (Vitis vinifera L.)
in Georgia

Wildly growing grapevine ( Vitis vinifera L.) was a widespread plant in Georgia in previous
centuries. Since the 1850s, American fungal diseases (powdery mildew and ash) and
phylloxera, as well as human activities (road and house construction, etc.), have led to a
dramatic decline in their numbers. This paper reviews eight forms of wildly growing
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grapevine ( Vitis viniferaL.) found in the wild environment of Eastern and Western Georgia
since 2003, having many ampelographic traits of cultivated vines. The results provide
information about the geographical location of the discovered plants, documentation via
Geographic Information Systems (GPS), exposure, altitude above sea level, affiliation with
the river basins, soil types, climatic belts, support trees, and plant species around them.
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The influence of amphorae on the quality of aging Kakhetian type of wine

In the process of aging wine, the components of wine, in particular organic acids, are
constantly transformed. Temperature, catalysts, oxygen, etc. affect their transformation.
Organic acids, among other properties, determine the taste of aged wines due to their
oxidation with oxygen (air oxygen).

In the Kakhetian type of wine, placed in the amphorae, a solution of tartaric acid is oxidized
(asmall amount of iron in the medium acts as a catalyst) and dioxymalenic and dioxytartaric
acids are formed.

Dioxymalenic ac is involved in the formation of a wine bouquet in the amphorae since the
wine is supplied with oxygen in small doses from the pores of the amphorae. This acid is a
ketoic acid that disappears or turns into an oxalic acid when the wine is highly oxidized (by
aeration in the tank).

This moment explains the loss of aroma and bouquet of the collection wine from the open
bottle.
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Potential of wine made from Tsitska-Tsolikauri grapes grown in Sviri microzone

Soil-climatic characteristics of Georgia have the opportunity to develop the viticulture
sector. The country is divided into 10 governance zones and 25 micro-zones in the country
regulatory document. Imereti plays an important role in viticulture in western Georgia. the
region with varietal diversity (75), however, since 2007 the region has been allocated a
micro-zone Sviri. Sviri is made from Tsitska-Tsolikauri (up to 1% Krakhuna) grape varieties
and is a white dry wine. The denial of viticulture and its full potential will be highlighted
in the significant terrorist study studied; on the other hand, there will be chemical and
organoleptic characteristics of the 2021 crop in the Sviri microzone, the cod of animals from
Tsitska-Tsolikauri grapes, and the sparkling deity from it. Listeners will be able to evaluate
the potential of grapes grown in the microwave in the case of two different directions of
winemaking.
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Determining the agricultural characteristics of rare Kakhetian varieties
8000 years of continuous history, Qvevry wine tradition, and varietal diversity are the main

features that make our country unique. The appearance of pests in the middle of the second
half of the 19th century became one of the reasons for forgetting most of the Georgian
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varieties. In the modern viticulture and winemaking of Georgia, forgotten varieties are
being actively promoted and exported to industrial activities. Family wineries and wine
enterprises show interest in different varieties of vines. It is important to recommend the
varieties in the viticulture zones of Georgia, which are their aboriginal plants. For this, it is
necessary to study the varieties: in terms of agricultural-technological characteristics,
varietal characteristics, and environmental factors. The conference will present the
chemical-organoleptic characteristics of the wines made from the 2021 harvest of Kakhetian
spruce, wine white and longhaired preserved in the Saguramo collection of the Saguramo
collection of the Agricultural Scientific Research Center.
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Ampelographic description of Georgian breeding grapevine varieties and learn of their
agricultural characteristics

Vine selection has a long history in Georgia. However, the breeding of new varieties by
controlled selection methods dates back to the early 20th century. The 50s and 70s of the
same century are considered especially fruitful and the Georgian gene pool is enriched with
new varieties created by Georgian selections. The presented research aimed to study such
varieties with new methods to evaluate their potential in modern conditions. The studies
included 4 selective varieties of Georgian vines, which were obtained by Georgian
selections through hybridization of Georgian and foreign varieties. These varieties are
Aguna, Bestavashvili Tetri, Tabidziseuli, and Mtis Vazi. The learn varieties were studied: by
an ampelographic method using OIV descriptors; Powdery mildew resistance; The course
of vegetative phases; Content of chemical properties of grapes and grains; Oenological and
sonochemical parameters of wine. As a result, the number of varieties characterized by
modern methods has increased; their agricultural directions were specified; Ampelographic
cards were compiled based on the collected scientific information and photo
documentation; Historical data on varieties were obtained.

During the time of the Neolithic era, the South Caucasus was a place where wines were
fermented, which are dated around 5800-6000 BC. (McGovern et al 2017). Georgia has the
oldest history of winemaking, which counts 8000 years; it has a unique method of Kvevri
winemaking and is famous for its autochthonous grape varieties and wild vines. All these
indicate the fact that Georgia is the cradle of wine. Georgia has 525 endemic varieties
(Ketskhoveli et al 1960), but unfortunately, some parts of them are not presented today. The
reason for their absence or loss is different pests and diseases, which caused problems for
Georgian viticulture from the XIX century. Due to the fact, that Georgian varieties had less
resistance to pests and diseases, farmers started to root out vines and started to plant some
more resistant or natural hybrids. However, nowadays the interest in the oldest varieties is
rising and more and more people are interested today. At the conference are presented Rare
Meskhetian and Adjarian grape varieties and their ampelographic, enological, and enocarpic
characteristics and data study results. These varieties are Tamaris vazi, Meskhuri Mtsvane,
Mekrenchkhi, and Korkaula (reference varieties are Rkatsiteli and Cabernet Sauvignon).

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Age-Related Changes in Geriatric Population. Implications, Assessment, and Management

Aging is a normal physiologic phenomenon that manifests with a differ
clinipresentationsconcerningct concerning the toch organ system. Geriatrics is defined as
medical care for the elderly, which most often refers to persons of age greater than 65 years
of age. The study of aging with regards to biological sociologic and psychological changes is
known as gerontology (Robert and Kaplan, 2011). According to Merck Manual (2011), life
expectancy is an additional 16 years at age 65 and 9 years at age 75 for men and an additional
19 years at age 65 and 12 years at age 75 for women. Research indicates that generally,
women live about 5 years longer than men, probably because of genetic, biological, and
ebiologicalntal factors and these differences in survival have not changed, despite changes
in women's lifestyle (Walifestyles, 2004). Physiologic studies indicate that most age-related
biologic functions are relatively unaffected before age 30 and gradually decline thereafter.
As a result, disorders, rather than normal aging, are the primary cause of functional loss
during old age. Modifiable and non-modifiable factors have been implicated in this decline
though has little or no effect on daily activities. Modifiable factors include stress
management, lifestyle, behavior, and behavior environment environmental while non-
modifiable factors include gender, age, and genetic components (Robert and Kaplan, 2011).
Some of the physiological age-related changes that can impact the functional capacity of an
individual include decline in maximal exercise capacity, muscle strength, and glucose
tolerance in healthy but sedentary older people. These non-modifiable effects of aging may
be less dramatic than thought, and healthier, more vigorous aging may be possible for many
people. Due to a better understanding of these physiological changes that occur with aging
and advancement in medical care, persons of age greater than 65 years are in better health
than their predecessors and remain healthier longer because health has improved making
functional decline less comparable than before as such tends to be most dramatic in the most
elderly. Therefore, geriatrics has become one of the key points in health care and has led to
prolonged lifespan, hence making the elderly population one of the fastest-growing
populations (Rodakowski, et al. 2014). Comprehensive assessment of the elderly also known
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as the geriatric assessment has played a pivotal role in reaching this goal. This assessment
includes; physical, psychological, social, and environmental factors that imp on the elderly
wellbeing. Comprehensive geriatric assessment is a multidimensional process carried out by
a multidisciplinary team that involves extensive history taking, taking into consideration
modifiable and no -modifiable factors, analyzing and linking patient’s characteristics, and
using these data in creating a person-centered intervention plan. These multidimensional
approach helps target key areas of functional status including evaluation of activities of daily
living, evaluation of instrumental activities of daily living, gait and fall, social support,
nutrition, incontinence, sensory impairments, cognition and mood, abuse, polypharmacy,
pain, pressure sores and to design person-centered intervention if any abnormality is
identified (Maas et al. 2007). Assessment of the elderly patients differs from standard
medical evaluation of younger patients especially those who are very old or frail.
Furthermore, the complexities of health care problems in the elderly often lead to
misdiagnosis, or delayed diagnosis amongst this population. To combat this, extensive and
meticulous history-taking and physical examination are implored which are conducted at
different times even requiring two or more physical examination sessions to avoid
unnecessary fatigue (Sifra et al, 2019). Comp moments of history taking in gerthe iatric
assessment include documentation of physical and mental health changes, weight changes,
medical history, drug history, use of recreational drugs, alcohol and tobacco use, nutritional
history, social history,y, and functional status whiles physical examination involves
checking vital signs (BP, pulse, respiratory rate, temperature, oxygen saturation), HEENT
(Head, Eye, Ear, Nose, and Throat), skin, back and chest (breast, heart, lungs),
gastrointestinal system, genitourinary system, musculoskeletal system and neurological
system (Robert and Kaplan, 2011). Prevention and intervention depend on early
identification and detection which can prevent deterioration and improve quality of life,
often through minor, inexpensive interventions. Therefore, some elderly patients,
particularly the frail or chronically ill, are best evaluated using a comprehensive geriatric
assessment. In the most elderly, who have total dependence on caregivers, problems of
neglect and abuse have been reported which necessitates clinicians to bear this in mind
when assessing elderly patients in this category.

PneumocystisPneumocystis jiroveci pneumonia in non-HIV patients is still a challenge for
intensivists. Our study aimed to evaluate mortality predictors of PJP patients requiring
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Intensive care unit admission. Methods-We searched for randomized controlled trials that
compared prophylaxis using antibiotics effective against P jirovecii, given orally or
intravenously, vs placebo, no intervention, or antibiotics with no activity against P jirovecii.
In addition, we included trials that compared different PCP prophylactic regimens or
administration schedules. The search included the Cochrane Central Register of Controlled
Trials, PubMed, Latin American and Caribbean Health Sciences Literature, and conference
proceedings. No language, year, or publication restrictions were applied. Two reviewers
(H.G. and M.P.) independently searched, selected trials, extracted data, and performed the
methodological quality assessment. Relative risks with 95% confidence intervals are
reported. Meta-analysis was performed using the random-effects model. Results-Twelve
randomized trials were identified, including 1245 patients (50% children) who had
undergone autologous bone marrow or solid organ transplant or who had hematologic
cancer. When trimethoprim-sulfamethoxazole was administered, a 91% reduction was
observed in the occurrence of PCP (RR, 0.09; 95% CI, 0.02-0.32); the number needed to
treat was 15 (95% CI, 13-20) patients, with no heterogeneity. Pneumocystis pneumonia-
related mortality was significantly reduced (RR, 0.17; 95% CI, 0.03-0.94), whereas all-cause
mortality did not differ significantly (RR, 0.79; 95% CI, 0.18-3.46). Adverse events that
required discontinuation occurred in 3.1% of adults and none of the children, and all were
reversible.

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Aortic valve neocuspidization with glutaraldehyde treated autologous pericardiuOzakiaki
procedure) of 51 years old patient with ascending aortic aneurysm and lad 80% stenosis

Aortic valve disease is the most common cause of cardiovascular death in nations. A novel
technique involving neocuspidization of the aortic annulus using autologous pericardium
to construct new AV leaflets (the Ozaki procedure) has shown promising outcomes in young
adults. In this case e, the report we would like to present one special case from our 5 years
of experience of aortic valve reconstruction using Ozaki’s procedure in Georgia performed
in our clinic by the head of surgical department Zviad Bakhutashvili that was done at the
end of 2021. Case description. A male 51 years old, driver, presented to the hospital
complaining of dyspnea and fever persisting for 4 months. The patient with congenital
bicuspid aortic valve with stenotic aortic dilatation and ascending aortic aneurysm is shown
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by echocardiography. The patient also had anginal pain, chromatography was made, and
showed LAD artery =80% stenosis. Surgery was performed through the median sternotomy,
using cardiopulmonary bypass with cardioplegia. Firstly we made Aortic valvotomy,
prepare a red novel valve custom our pericardium, and set them in the oot. N,extdiddone
ascending aortic replacement with artificial graft and finally was made LAD distal
anastomosis using Left internal mammary artery. At the end of the operation, the gradient
was optimal normal, and LAD and aortic grawere was working without suture lessons. Vital
parameters were corrected. PThe patient was discharged 12 days later. He feels well now.
Summary. An autologous pericardium fixed in glutaraldehyde can be infected as easily as a
bioprosthetic valve, but the risk is less than a synthetic sewing cuff. Conclusions. AVNeo is
a safe and effective method for an infective aortic valve replacement with good short and
midterm results. The low gradient is a positive point in the recovery of stressed
myocardium. No necessity to use warfarin makes patients’ postoperative life safer and better
and cuts off hospital days.

According to the UN, more than 31,446 girls were not
born in Georgia from 1990-to 2021 due to the desire to have a boy, for a country with a
population of no more than 4 million, this is a catastrophic figure. From October 7, 2014,
the Law of Georgia on Health Care stipulates that voluntary termination of pregnancy is
allowed if the duration of pregnancy does not exceed twelve weeks; and maternity hospitals
try not to inform parents of the sex of the baby until 12 weeks. The sex ratio at birth in
human populations is essentially biologically 105-106 males born to 100 females. It should
not differ according to the order of birth. In Georgia according to the latest data is 109.3
male to 100 female in the case of the first children, in the case of third-degree children it
increases to 114, and in the case of more children to 137. Research objectives: Assess the
impact of current state regulations and programs on the dynamics of sex-selective abortions.
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Sarco Suicide Capsule

Assisted suicide is suicide undertaken with the aid of another person n and is usually
referred to as physician-assisted suicide. Here the patient is the one who carries out the
action that ends their life through the ingestion of the lethal drug, which is provided by the
medical professionals. It requires prior coordination of a multidisciplinary team and is even
assessed by an ethics committee to determine that the patient is exercising full autonomy
and is free from coercion by the situation the patient is living in as well as free from fatalistic
desires of a psychiatric illness. Assisted suicide stands for giving death to a person who freely
requests it to free himself from suffering that is irreversible and that the purses consider
inconsiderate. Even though it conflicts at social, moral, and ethical levels, at present several
countries authorize assisted death including Switzerland, Holland, Luxembourg, Spain,
Canada, and five states of the US — Oregon, Vermont, Washington, California, and Montana.
More countries are joining the list of making euthanasia and assisted dying legal. It has
brought to light the opinion of thinkers, politicians, philosophers, and physicians and
several nations have initiated discussions on this matter in their governmental systems.
Critics of euthanasia claim that killing is always wrong and that involuntary euthanasia
violates patients' rights and that physician-assisted suicide violates an obligation to not
harm. Advocates of pro-euthanasia argue that killing the patient is not worse than letting
them die or that for patients who are in a vegetative state with no prospects for recovery,
letting them die prevents further needles and futile treatment efforts or that assisting a
terminally ill patient is merely helping the patient who wishes to die with dignity.
Traditionally assisted suicide to ns physician-assisted suicide but recently a device named
Sarco Pod has been developed which aims thetdethatalize and democratize dying. The Sarco
suicide capsule was invented by Dr. Death or otherwise known as Dr. Philip Nitschke, the
director of the f pro-euthanasia group- Exit International. It is a euthanasia machine, which
is made up of a 3-D printed detachable capsule, mounted on a stand thcontainsins a canister
of liquid nitrogen to die by suicide by inert gas asphyxiation. Exit International
commissioned a review by Swiss legal academic Daniel Hiirlimann who confirmed that
Sarco does not break any regulations whgovernerns medical products, dangerous
chemicals/weapons, or narcotics. Sarco pod will not be on sale, the design will be distributed
to the people le free, who will have to 3D print it themselves. This will help Exit
International to be out of legal trouble in countries where assisted suicide is against the law.

The Sarco pod’s blueprints will not be provided to anyone aged below 50 years old. Also,
once printed access to the capsule will remain restricted. The user from inside the pod can
operate the pod by prepress tbotherhenr blinking or by any gesture. However, they must
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answer a set of questions and confirm that the decision to end life is their own. It also has
an inbuilt emergency top button and escapes hatch. In the future, they are planning to
implement an Al screening process that will allow Exit International to “de - medicalize”
the dying process by removing the need for medical professionals to be involved. The idea
of de — medicalizing death by using Al is also alarming because technology is never neutral
as it is tested, deployed, and used by humans and also the Al relies on the data of the past.
Exit International wants to democratize dying the g process as they consider that every
individual has the right to end their life and that it is not a privilege decided by others for
critically ill patients. Until Al is developed people using Sarco will have to undergo a
thorough ugh review by the medical professionals. Even though the Sarco pod is gaining
popularity and is even displayed in the museums but the safety of the pod is questionable.
What if someone who is not mentally stable accesses the pod or if it falls on the wrong hand
wills be a disaster. Also, people are arguing that Sarco will make the death lonely as the
person will be inside the pod and the rest of the family and friends outside unlike
physphysician-assistedcide or euthanasia where the family members and friends are
alongside them.
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Prevention of AB2M Amyloidosis in Dialysis-Dependent Patients

Amyloidosis is a disease, which is characterized accumulation of amyloid in the tissues.
Amyloidosis causes atrophy and sclerosis of parenchyma and failure of organs. According
to WHO amyloidosis is divided into next types: AL amyloidosis — connected to multiple
myeloma AA amyloidosis — during chronic inflammatory diseases ATTR, amyloidosis —
familial-hereditary amyloidosis AB2M amyloidosis — amyloidosis in patients who are on
artificial dialysis the pathogenesis of dialysis-related amyloidosis is still poorly understood.
Therefore, preventive measures can be proposed at present only on the bias based on time
studies and hypothetical considerations. Two main solutions may be recommended, namely
an effective dialytic removal of beta 2-microglobulin (beta 2-M), which is the protein
precursor of dialysis amyloid, and the avoidance of bioincompatibilitbiocompatibilitymena
such as those induced by dialysis membranes and endotoxins. Promising new imaging
techniques such as computed tomography (CT) scan, nuclear magnetic and resonance
(NMR), are helpful in foreducingce e risk of reducing doses.
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Assistive reproductive technologies in the treatment of infertility

Infertility is still considered a medical, social, ] and demographic problem, n d it is defined
as the inability to diagnose a clinical pregnancy within 12 months of having a regular,
unprotected sex life. The period of pregnancy in the context of infertility is decreased to 6
months if a woman is over 35 years old and has concurrent disorders. According to
epidemiological data from 2021, 15% of couples of reproductive age in the world were
childless. There are 48.5 million pairings in total. Eastern European countries had the
highest occurrence, followed by North Africa, Sub-Saharan Africa, and Pacific countries.
One out of every seven couples had no children. Infertility is a polyetiological disorder with
a variety of causes, including inflammatory diseases of the genitals in the first place,
endocrine, and immunological problems in the second place, as well as abortion, infections,
alcohol, and cigarette intake, and other factors. The goal of the study, which looked at 8,500
infertile couples, was to figure out what causes infertility. Infertility was determined to be
37 percent due to the female factor, 8% due to the malefactor, and 35 percent due to both
causes. During pregnancy. Infertility is a polyetiological disorder, according to this study.
Infertility can be classified into three categories: female infertility, male infertility, and
bilateral infertility. There are two types of causes: congenital and acquired. Infertile
marriages can be primary or secondary in both women and men. Secondary infertility, also
known as acquired infertility, occurs when a couple attempts to conceive (regardless of the
outcome), but the attempt fails. There is also a distinction between absolute and relative
infertility. The condition becomes reversible if the cause is reversed. Infertility has
increased the number of marriages in several countries around the world, according to
studies. According to the World Health Organization, roughly 15-20% of marriages in
modern times are sterile. In Georgia, there are approximately 35 thousand childless
reproductive partners recorded in 2019, but the data is significantly greater. In vitro
fertilization is required for about 70% of the 35 thousand pairs. The application of new
reproductive technologies to treat infertility raises theological, legal, philosophical, and
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moral issues. In vitro fertilization, intrauterine insemination, the use of donor eggs, and
surrogacy are examples of new reproductive technologies. Using technical techniques,
sperm is injected into the uterus in artificial insemination. Hunter, a British scientist, was
the first to utilize artificial insemination on people in 1977. Artificial insemination can be
homologous (using the husband's sperm) or heterologous (using "donor" sperm). The
homologous technique is considered unethical. Biological and social parents are the same
person, and we are dealing with an ethical dilemma with the heterologous approach.
Intrauterine insemination is a type of infertility treatment in which sperm is artificially
injected into a woman's uterus. Article 141 on intrauterine insemination, allows f use of
donor sperm in the following circumstances: A) transfer of a hereditary illness from the
husband due to infertility if there is a risk, or to fertilize a single woman, written approval
of a childless couple or single woman is required.

The technique is costly, but it should be remembered that
infertility treatment in Georgia is governed by Georgian law, specifically, Article 143,
which s, states: A) for infertility therapy, also by the wife or husband there is a risk of
genetic disease transmission, the couple or the donor may use germ cells or embryos if
obtained in pairs.Written consent; B) If a woman lacks a uterus, gained by fertilization
transfer the embryo to another woman's uterus ("surrogate mother") and growth The
couple's written consent is essential.

The right to acknowledge a child
born as a result of fertilization as a father; B) only in a properly licensed facility, if it is
maintained by a doctor with the requisite license. Surrogacy is a unique and alternative
means of treating infertility. One of the artificial insemination programs in which the
embryos produced in the test tube are transferred to a specially trained surrogate mother,
who carries them in the womb before birth, rather than the genetic mother's uterus. In
addition to the production of essential legal papers and agreements, an agreement is also
reached between the surrogate mother and the biological parents in line with the laws of
this nation during the treatment preparation stage. Both the surrogate mother and the
biological parenparent’sts and responsibilities are detailed in the agreement. This is also an
ethical issue, and its usage is permitted under Article 15 of the Constitution. Patients' levels
of education, delayed medical visits, and failure to do preventative tests are all issues with
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infertility treatment. Only 10% of people contacted a doctor in the first year of marriage,
according to a 2015 study published in the journal Health Policy and Insurance. In ten years,
the percentage has increased by 40%. As a result, it is vital to expand patient education so
that we can increase access to medical care, organize a screening and preventative measures,
early visits, and, in severe circumstances, comply with the law using the aforesaid treatment
techniques.
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Endovascular treatment of acute ischemic stroke

A stroke is decreased blood flow to a certain area of the brain caused by a blockage in a
blood vessel. Ischemia eventually leads to necrosis of brain cells. There are various causes
of ischemic strostrokesch as narrowing the blood vessels of the brain, occlusion of the artery
with thrombosis, stenosis, and, rarely thrombosis of the sinuses or cortical veins,
characterized by symptoms such as dizziness, vomiting, blurred vision, a disorder of
balance-coordination, loss of consciousness and high blood pressure. Treatment of acute
ischemic stroke is thrombus removal, either medically or mechanically. Medication is
administered with Alteplase IV r-tPA, tissue plasminogen activator, r-tPA, (known as
Alteplase), Alteplase IV r-tPA is administered intravenously, and, clears the throat, bus and
improves blood circulation to the part of the brain that is lacking, while mechanical
treatment for thrombus removal. An endovascular procedure or mechanical thrombectomy
is a strongly recommended option for thrombus removal in patients with a large occasion
or LVO. A stent retriever is used for endovascular treatment, which opens and catches the
thrombus. According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), stroke is
the fifth leading cause of death in the United States, with more than 795,000 people having
a stroke each year, 87% of whom are ischemic, although, today mortality is declining due
to the effective use of endovascular methods.
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Psychiatric Manifestations of Endocrine Disorders

Most endocrine disorders are related to mental problems, and conversely, mental problems
cause changes in hormonal activity. In some cases, psychiatric manifestations precede
organic symptoms of endocrine dysfunction, allowing early diagnosis. Moreover,
biochemical control of endocrine hypo- or hyperfunction is not always associated with
normalization of quality of life due to the persistence of psychological problems. Hormonal
imbalance, insulin resistance, as well as the direct impact of inflammation on neural
structures, are crucial mediators of central nervous system damage, leading to mood
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disorders and cognitive impairment. The main psychiatric manifestations associated with
endocrine disorders are depression, anxiety, mania, and eating disorders. In severe cases,
psychosis and suicidal ideation may occur. Cushing’s disease and thyroid dysfunction are
usually associated with types of mental disorders that in some cases are not reversible even
after improvement in hormonal imbalance, indicating irreversible damage to neurons.
Acromegaly, polycystic ovary syndrome, and obesity play an important role in the
development of psychiatric manifestations. Diseases that affect lifestyle and require chronic
self-control, such as diabetes and obesity, are usually associated with psychological
problems. In general, treatment of endocrine dysfunction improves mood, although
sometimes a mental condition requires specific therapy. Inadequate hormonal treatment
can also cause psychiatric symptoms. The concomitant presence of psychiatric disorders
with endocrine disorders may reduce the therapeutic effect, worsen treatment outcomes,
and increase health care costs. Endocrinologists, internists, primary care physicians, and
psychiatrists need to be aware of the interactions between psychiatric and endocrine
diseases to take a multidisciplinary approach to facilitate early diagnosis, treatment, and
quality of life.

Narrative Literature Review Alzheimer’s disease is best conceptualized as a biological and
clinical continuum covering both preclinical and clinical phases. Preclinical Alzheimer’s
disease is a biological definition that can be detected by neuroimaging and cerebrospinal
fluid biomarkers. It was proposed for research purposes only and has clinical and practical
limitations. For instance, cognitively unimpaired individuals may have biomarker evidence
of both amyloid and tau pathology, but may never develop clinical manifestations in their
lifetime. This narrative literature review summarizes the recent papers related to structural
neuroimaging biomarkers associated with subjective cognitive decline. Subjective cognitive
decline is regarded as the first clinical manifestation in the Alzheimer’s disease continuum
that is associated with increased risks of Alzheimer’s disease biomarker abnormalities and
future cognitive decline and dementia. Neuroimaging techniques, including structural
magnetic resonance imaging, have a great potential for early diagnosis of the Alzheimer’s
disease continuum clinical phases.

Among the oncogenic types, the
16th and 18th types are the most common. Type 16 accounts for about half of all cervical
cancer cases, and type 18 accounts for 10-12%. Other oncogenic types of papillomaviruses
are 31, 33, 45, 52, and 58, each of which is associated with 2-4% of genital tumors. As for
types 6 and 11, which are very common and common types of papillomaviruses, they do
not cause tumors and are associated with the development of genital warts. Diagnosis Direct
detection of the virus. The HPV-DNA test can detect the presence of high-risk subtypes of
the virus. Screening with this test will detect women at high risk of developing cervical
cancer at an earlier stage than the virus will damage the cervical cells. With this test, it is
possible to identify the first signs of the disease at an early stage and effective treatment.

PAP-test is a cytological examination of the cervical mucosa. It is recommended for all
women who have sex. The test will detect intraepithelial damage, a malignant process, or
cellular changes caused by microorganisms (bacteria, viruses, parasites). If abnormal cells
are found in the smear, they should be evaluated and determined according to the severity
of the pathology. Cervical smear cytological analysis classifies intrauterine epithelial
neoplasia (CIN).

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The Role and advantages of Inclisiran in Patients with Atherosclerotic Cardiovascular
Disease

Heart coronary disease is the leading cause of death for people of most racial and ethnic
groups in the United States. One person dies every 36 seconds in the United States from
cardiovascular disease. About 659,000 people in the United States die from heart disease
each year—that is one in every four deaths. The fact is, elevated low-density lipoprotein
(LDL), the bad cholesterol, is a major cause of heart disease. LDL causes the build-up of fatty
deposits within arteries, reducing or blocking the flow of blood and oxygen heart needs.
This can lead to chest pain and heart attack. In addition to high LDL, atherosclerosis, or
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diabetes, other important risk factors for heart disease are cigarette smoking, high blood
pressure (140/90 mm Hg and above or on blood pressure medication) low HDL cholesterol,
family history of early coronary heart disease age (for men, age 45 or older; for women, age
55 or older). Atherosclerosis is a slow, progressive disease that may begin as early as
childhood. Although the exact cause is unknown, atherosclerosis may start with damage or
injury to the inner layer of an artery. Once the inner wall of an artery is damaged, blood
cells and other substances often clump at the injury site and build up in the inner lining of
the artery. Over time, fatty deposits (plaque) made of cholesterol and other cellular products
also build up at the injury site and harden, narrowing arteries. The organs and tissues
connected to the blocked arteries then do not receive enough blood to function properly.
Eventually, pieces of the fatty deposits may break off and enter the bloodstream. In addition,
the smooth lining of the plaque may rupture, spilling cholesterol and other substances into
the bloodstream. This may cause a blood clot, which can block the blood flow to a specific
part of the body. Lifestyle changes, such as eating a healthy diet and exercising, are the first
treatment for atherosclerosis. Medications for treating atherosclerosis include cholesterol-
lowering drugs, including statins, angiotensin-converting enzyme (ACE) inhibitors, which
may lower blood pressure, beta-blockers, which “rest” the heart, antiplatelet drugs such as
aspirin to prevent blood from clotting and clogging arteries. Other than these medications
there is a new first-in-class siRNA drug for lowering cholesterol keeping keep it low with
two doses a year and this is Inclisiran. Leave is indicated in the United States as an adjunct
to diet and maximally tolerated statin therapy for the treatment of adults with clinical
atherosclerotic  cardiovascular  disease = (ASCVD) or heterozygous familial
hypercholesterolemia (HeFH) who require additional lowering of LDL-C. IInclusionis a
small interfering RNA (siRNA) that inhibits the hepatic translation of proprotein convertase
subtilisiKexinin type 9 (PCSK9), thereby upregulating the number of LDL-receptors on the
hepatocytes. Inclusion (Leqvio; Novartis) has become the first small interfering RNA
(siRNA) therapy to be approved by the FDA on December 22, 2021, to reduce low-density
lipoprotein cholesterol (LDL-C) with 2 doses per year, following an initial dose and a dose
at 3 months. The trials were conducted in Europe and South Africa. Trials started on the
11th of January 2018 and ended on the 28th of October in 2020.

The effectiveness of Leqvio was studied in three randomized, double-blind, placebo-
controlled trials that enrolled 3,457 adults with HeFH or clinical ASCVD. Enrolled
participants were taking maximally tolerated statin therapy but required additional LDL-C
lowering based on their risk for cardiovascular events. In all three studies, the main
effectiveness outcome measure was the percent change in LDL-C from the beginning of the
trial today 510 (month 17). In each trial, participants received under-the-skin injections of
either 284 mg Leqvio or a placebo on four separate days: day one, day 90 (month 3), day 270
(month 9), and day 450 (month 15). Study 1 enrolled 1,561 adults with ASCVD. On day
510, the Leqvio group had an average LDL-C decrease of 51% whereas the placebo group
had an average LDL-C increase of 1%. Study 2 enrolled 1,414 adults with ASCVD. On day
510, the Leqvio group had an average LDL-C decrease of 46% whereas the placebo group
had an average LDL-C increase of 4%. Study 3 enrolled 482 adults with HeFH. On day 510,
the Leqvio group had an average LDL-C decrease of 40% whereas the placebo group had an
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average LDL-C increase of 8%. Clinical trials conducted so far have confirmed the
tolerability and efficacy of inclisiran in long-term PCSK9 and LDL-C level reductions.
Moreover, a short-term follow-up on the safety of inclisiran showed a relatively good safety
profile of the drug. However, it is still of great importance for ongoing and forthcoming
clinical trials to be continued on a larger group of patients to assess the long-term
tolerability, efficacy, and safety of inclisiran.

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The role of the Herpes simplex virus type 1 in the pathogenesis of Alzheimer’s disease

Alzheimer’s disease continuum is a progressive neurodegenerative disorder with a
heterogeneous multifactorial pathogenesis. Although most of the underlying mechanisms
have been unraveled, such as those involving the amyloid plaques, neurofibrillary tangles,
and vascular amyloid deposits, very few advances have been achieved in the prevention and
treatment of this devastating disease. Recent reports have demonstrated a potential role of
infection in the pathogenesis of Alzheimer’s disease. Herpes simplex virus type 1 is a
neurotropic double-stranded DNA virus, which can establish a life-long latent presence in
the trigeminal nerve ganglia. A reactivated virus may reach the brain and cause
symptomatic or asymptomatic encephalitis. This narrative literature review summarizes the
recent papers related to the role of the Herpes simplex virus type 1 in the pathogenesis of
Alzheimer’s disease. According to the available data, Herpes simplex virus type 1 is now
considered a potential risk factor for Alzheimer’s disease continuum. Further studies are
needed to address the possibilities of antiviral vaccination and prolonged antiviral treatment
in the prevention and management of Alzheimer’s disease.
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Pafolacianine: an innovative method for the diagnosis of ovarian cancer

Ovarian cancer is the leading cause of death in women diagnosed with gynecological
cancers. It is also the fifth most frequent cause of death in women, in general. Most of the
cases are diagnosed at an advanced stage, which leads to poor outcomes of this disease. The
existing screening tests have a low predictive value contributing further to this misery.
Detailed gynecological evaluation along with transvaginal ultrasound and laboratory
markers like cancer antigen-125 (CA-125) assay are the key early detection strategies,
which have shown no significant beneficial effect on the morbidity or mortality of this
cancer. There are various risk factors associated with ovarian cancer. It mostly affects
postmenopausal women, where increasing age is associated with an increased incidence,
advanced stage of this disease, and lower reported survival rates. Parity poses a protective
role according to a few case-control studies with higher age at childbirth linked to a
decreased risk of ovarian cancer. The strongest risk factor for ovarian cancer is a positive
family history of breast or ovarian cancer, where a personal history of breast cancer also
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augments the risk. The four most common histological types of epithelial ovarian cancer are
serous, endometrioid, clear cell, and mucinous tumor. They have further subtypes based on
their peculiar biology and treatment responses. The uncommon subtypes are Brenner and
seromucous. Varian cancer is estimated to affect more than 22,000 women each year and is
the fifth leading cause of cancer deaths among women, according to the American cancer
society. Unlike other gynecologic cancers, there are no screening tests for ovarian cancer.
While some women diagnosed with ovarian cancer have elevated levels of the CA 125
protein, the associated blood test is not accurate enough for ovarian cancer screening, as
many noncancerous conditions can increase the CA 125 level. Ovarian cancer is hard to
detect in its early stages due to its vague symptoms. Women may experience constipation,
bloating, and early satiety after eating and back pain. While ovarian cancer tends to occur
in postmenopausal women, anyone can be at risk. Several factors, including smoking,
endometriosis, polycystic ovary disease, and obesity can raise a woman’s risk for the disease.
On November 29, 2021, the Food and Drug Administration approved pafolacianine
(Cytalux, On Target Laboratories, LLC), an optical imaging agent, for adult patients with
ovarian cancer as an adjunct for interoperative identification of malignant lesions.
Pafolacianine is a fluorescent drug that targets folate receptors, which may be overexpressed
in ovarian cancer. It is used with a Near-Infrared (NIR) fluorescence imaging system cleared
by the FDA for specific use with pafolacianine. Pafolacianine, or OTL38, is a folate analog
conjugated with a fluorescent dye that absorbs light in the near-infrared (NIR) spectrum
within a range of 760 nm to 785 nm, with a peak absorption of 776 nm. It emits fluorescence
within a range of 790 nm to 815 nm with a peak emission of 796 nm. The longer wavelength
allows for deeper penetration of the fluorescent light through tissues for better imaging and
detection of tumors. Pafolacianine targets the folate receptor alpha (FRa) which is
upregulated in numerous epithelial malignancies. On November 29, 2021, the FDA
approved pafolacianine as an adjunct-imaging agent for intraoperative identification of
malignant lesions in adult patients with ovarian cancer. It is currently under investigation
for use in FRa-positive pituitary adenoma, lung cancer, and renal cell carcinoma, which is
thought to be the second-highest folate receptor-expressing cancer. Efficacy was evaluated
in a single-arm; multicenter, open-label study (NCT03180307) of 178 women diagnosed
with ovarian cancer or with high clinical suspicion of ovarian cancer scheduled to undergo
primary surgical cytoreduction, interval debunking, or recurrent ovarian cancer surgery.
All patients received pafolacianine. One hundred and thirty-four patients received
fluorescence imaging evaluation in addition to standard of care evaluation, which includes
pre-surgical imaging, intraoperative palpation, and normal light evaluation of lesions.
Among these patients, 36 (26.9%) had at least one evaluable ovarian cancer lesion detected
with pafolacianine that was not observed by standard visual or tactile inspection. The
patient-level false positive rate of pafolacianine with NIR fluorescent light concerning the
detection of ovarian cancer lesions confirmed by central pathology was 20.2% (95% CI
13.7%, 28.0%). The most common adverse reactions (>1%) occurring in patients were
nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain, flushing, dyspepsia, chest discomfort, pruritus, and
hypersensitivity. Based on the given information we can say that pafolacianine is an
innovative method for the diagnosis of ovarian cancer.
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Surgical management of spina bifida in the perinatal age

Spina bifida is a developmental anomaly and develops as a result of the incomplete
connection of the dorsal structures of the malleolus. If this congenital defect is protected by
the skin it contains OCCULTA, and if it is effective it is open and the tissue turns out to
contain CYSTICA or PETRA. Diagnosis of spina bifida in 99% of patients is made by
ultrasound examination of the abdomen, other cancers begin on the first day of labor, which
is most common in 70% of patients with complete paraplegia. There is a method of
conducting qualitative studies on the fetus during pregnancy, but as a result of operations
with this technique, our team conducted the first such operation in 2021 in large numbers.

Preparing the Jaw for Implantation: A
dental implant and its restoration is commonly composed of a titanium material screw and
a crown. A small-diameter hole (pilot hole) is drilled at edentulous (where there is no tooth)
jaw sites to the titanium implant fixture in place. To avoid damaging vital jaw and face
structures like the inferior alveolar nerve in the mandible (lower jaw), a dentist must use
great skill and expertise when boring the pilot hole and sizing the jaw bone. In many
instances, dentists use surgical guides created based on the CT scans when placing the
implants. Placement: After the initial pilot hole has been drilled into the appropriate jaw
site, it is slowly widened to allow placement of the implant screw. Once in place,
surrounding gum tissue is secured over the implant and a protective cover screw is placed
on top to allow the site to heal and osseointegration to occur. After up to six months of
healing, your dentist will uncover the implant and attach an abutment (which holds the
crown or tooth-like replacement). In some cases, the abutment may be attached during the
initial procedure. When the abutment is in place, your dentist then will fabricate a
temporary or final crown. Sometimes the final crown can be fabricated on the same day
that the abutment is placed. The temporary crown serves as a template around which the
gum grows and naturally shapes itself if warranted. The process is completed when the
temporary crown is replaced with a final crown. I would suggest you something like this.

Vertical space anomalies and the methods of their treatment

Vertical space anomaly is one of the most important anomalies in jaw-tooth anomaly, which
includes open and deep occlusion. Open occlusion can be dent alveolar, skeletal and mixed
form. Several factors are contributing to the development of the anomaly, for example, bad
habits contribute the most-especially in children, as well as tongue hypotony or
underdevelopment to the vertical direction of the lower and upper jaw, or both. Open
occlusion is characterized by several main signs. In patients we most find an extension of
the lower third of the face, frontal vertical spaces are marked between the teeth, the tongue
is placed at the top and between the lower front teeth, and in complex shapes, the contacts
between the teeth start from the molars. Treatment is successfully carried out during
temporary and variable occlusion. After treatment in adults, it is necessary to get rid of
tongue influence on front teeth, which is carried out with a protective removable plate of
the tongue. If we have on the face the skeletal form of an open occlusion in adults then it is
required the intervention of orthognathic surgery. During normal occlusion, the upper jaw
incisors cut the lower jaws by 1/But when upper incisors cut lower incisors more than 1/3
it is already deep occlusion. Various etiological factors lead to the development of deep
occlusions, such as bad habits, dysfunctions of breathing, swallowing,g and speech.
Diagnosis is based on clinical and X-ray examination and study of control models. There are
skeletal and non-skeletal forms of deep occlusion. Treatment planning is done by
considering the patient’s age and the complexity of the anomaly. In children aged with
skeletal forms only treatment is based on bone growth modification, whereas in adults it is
required the use of orthognathic surgery. The duration of treatment and the stability of the
outcome depends on the patient's age, the severity of the anomaly, and the frequency of
patient visits.

An Impact of different risk factors on the periodontal health of the CIU student
population

Caries and periodontal diseases cause esthetic and functional disorders due to pain,

discomfort, and tooth loss-having an impact on oral and general health, and the
psychological and social status of a person. “Non-healthy oral cavity “as a problem is

particularly painfully perceived by young patients, due to their increased concern about
their appearance. Therefore, their oral health might profoundly affect their lives.

The migration of foreigners to Georgia and the increased interest in medical tourism have
made a great impact on dental referrals in Georgia last few years. Foreigners are
distinguished from the local ones by lifestyle, diet, dental practices, and oral hygiene habits.
Foreign students constitute a significant part of the CIU student population. They live,
study, or work and are closely integrated into Georgian society, subsequently, their oral
health may influence dental disease’s overall prevalence.

The aim of the study: assessment of periodontal disease risk factors in CIU students of
different nationalities, and planning and implementation of preventive measures.

Methods: Randomized research was conducted on 820 students aged 18-35 including 370
Georgians and 450 Foreigners, 369 boys and 451 girls.

Findings indicated a high prevalence of dental plaque-induced gingivitis in the CIU student
population. Students have negative attitudes towards oral hygiene skills. Management of
periodontal problems with an emphasis on oral hygiene enhancement and promotion of
oral prophylaxis accentuated the role of the University dental clinic in providing scientific
and clinical experience to the CIU students.

An experimental study of purified water influence on periodontal health.

Despite achievements in the treatment and management of periodontal diseases
periodontitis remains a challenge for dental practitioners. The need for the involvement of
different specialists in the treatment plan of a periodontitis patient increases the expenses,
time, and referral to the dental, fice, and even existing expensive procedures and medications
sometimes are not enough to reach all possible retentive areas and deep periodontal pockets
to eradicate the infection.

Our goal is to elaborate on the cheaper more effective method of conservative treatment of
periodontal pockets, elimination of the infection from the pockets with the help of a solution
having a strong antibacterial effect on period-pathogens.
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To fulfill this goal we utilized the liquid purification module (LCD) (Patented). Unlike other
analogs, its operation is based on such physical methods as a treatment by the magnetic field,
ultrasound, ultraviolet radiation, and silver and copper ions.

The application of the presented LCD module allows the neutralization of water both on a
unitary and permanent basis (by including it in the water circulation circuit). The module
neutralizes water during small periods. It is possible to neutralize water from 0.5 m? to 500
m3 per hour, depending on the size of the module.

The results showed the full decontamination of water coming out from the appliance. It
became sterile. The module revealed the stable antistaphylococcal impact and that
staphylococcus cultures (Staphylococcus Aureus) do not grow on the soils, created based on
such water.

A further step is to study the effects on the perio-pathogens in the experimental models. The
results will be presented.

An Impact of Toothpaste on Dental Hard Tissues

Toothpaste tablets are claimed as a sustainable oral care solution because of their plastic-
free concept and ability to deliver the same health benefits as toothpaste cream without
harming the environment.

Various studies on the environmental impacts related to toothpaste packaging have been
conducted; however, far too little attention has been paid to toothpaste ingredients. We
made the review of literature about toothpaste ingredients’ impact on dental hard tissue

health.

Studies show, that about 65% of the total impact is from the use phase, and 20% is from
ingredient production. The studies show that toothpaste is an important carrier of active
agents against erosion, but physical impacts through brushing modify efficacy distinctly.
Understanding the role of the particulate fraction in kinds of toothpaste may offer
perspectives for designing effective formulations for patients with erosive lesions.

Clinical procedures and outcome of surgical extrusion

The need to rehabilitate severely compromised teeth is frequent in daily clinical practice.
Tooth extraction and replacement with a dental implant represent a common treatment
choice.

However, the survival rate for implants is inferior to teeth, even if severely damaged but
properly treated. To reestablish a physiological supracrestal tissue attachment of damaged
teeth and to arrange an efficient ferrule effect, three options can be considered: crown
lengthening, orthodontic extrusion, and surgical extrusion.

Surgical extrusion is defined as the procedure in which the remaining tooth structure is
repositioned at a more coronal/supragingival position in the same socket in which the tooth
was located originally. The advent of titanium implant rehabilitation has reduced the use of
these treatments in day-by-day clinical practice; however, the re-emerging trend to
conserve and preserve natural sound tissues has led to a rediscovery of these treatments.
This surgical method is closely related, as it acts to treat teeth that cannot be predictably
treated using other more conventional procedures in endodontics, periodontics, and
restorative dentistry. This narrative review aims to provide the background, clinical
procedure, and outcome of surgical Extrusion.

Tooth auto-transplantation —An Alternative Surgical treatment option

Rapidly evolving implantation and alveolar ridge reconstruction techniques created a new
area in modern dentistry where tooth loss is no longer a problem. Endless variations of
implant's length, diameter, surface, and design along with autogenous, erogenous,
alloplastic, or xenogenous bone substitutes made it possible to recreate physiological
occlusion, esthetic and masticatory function. However, none of nowadays technologies in
implant dentistry has the potential to adapt to the growth and development changes in a
child's jaw. Therefore, a patient's young age is a restriction for implantation and a particular
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challenge for a dentist willing to restore a missing tooth. Tooth auto-transplantation can
be a good choice for treatment. The objective of this review is to underline the biological
principles required for the successful auto-transplantation of teeth. Limits, indications,
techniques, and prognoses will be analyzed and presented.

Crown lengthening —a step of the period- surgery

Badly mutilated teeth or grossly decayed teeth often pose problems to the restorative
dentists during their treatment due to the unavailability of sufficient clinical crowns.
Hence, a crown lengthening procedure before Restorative e treatment is mandatory during
the management of such teeth.

Clinical crown lengthening refers to procedures designed to increase the extent of
supragingival tooth structure for restorative or esthetic purposes. Clinicians often encounter
the need for crown lengthening in the practice of dentistry and have to make treatment
decisions taking into consideration how to best address the biological, functional, and
esthetic requirements of each particular case.

It is a procedure that often employs some combination of tissue reduction or removal,
osseous surgery, and/or orthodontics for tooth exposure. The amount of tooth structure
exposed above the osseous crest (about 4mm) must be enough to provide for a stable
dentogingival complex and biologic width to permit proper tooth preparation and account
for an adequate marginal placement, thus ensuring a good marginal seal with retention for
both provisional and final restorations. The crown lengthening procedure is one of how the
dentist can address both functional and esthetic demands.
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The Impact of Coronavirus on Oral Health and Prevention of Virus Prevalence

In December 2019, the world was struck and taken by surprise by the global outbreak of
the Severe Acute respiratory syndrome Coronavirus 2 (SARS-CoV-2). SARS-CoV-2 spread
rapidly throughout the world, and which transmitted among humans through various
routes. Possible transmission routes for SARS-CoV-2 as described by WHO, include;
contact, droplet, airborne, fecal-oral, bloodborne, etc.

As oral health care workers have direct contact with respiratory aerosols of patients during
procedures, they are discussed to be at high risk to be affected by viral infection. A clear
correlation has been revealed between SARS-CoV-2 and oral health.

During Oral mucosal checkup white and erythematous plaques, irregular ulcers, small
blisters, petechiae, gingivitis, Tongue, palate, lips, gingiva, and buccal mucosa were affected.
Also, Anosmia-hyposmia and dysgeusia are considered common symptoms of mild-to-
moderate COVID-19 cases. They are usually, but not always, reversible and the cause is
unknown.

Interesting changes appeared in microflora. The human respiratory tract microbiome
changed in COVID-19 patients with opportunistic pathogen abundance.

From the appearance of COVID-19 until today many types of research are conducted that
give opportunities to advance the information, a significant correlation has been established
between the state of the overall health of the oral cavity and SARS-CoV-2, which requires
more research.

Today, the industry of meetings, incentives, conferences, and exhibitions, commonly
known as MICE, promotes economic diversification and actively promotes the rational use
of cultural-historical and natural recreational resources. The most common events before
the release of COVID-19 included corporate events, conferences, exhibitions, seminars,
fundraising, trade shows, festivals, music and art performances, product launches, and
sporting events. The primary stakeholders in the event market were and still are mainly
corporate organizations, non-governmental organizations, and non-governmental
organizations. With the enforcement of travel and travel restrictions around the world,
most event venues have been forced to close. As a result, many well-known and private
events have been postponed or canceled. As a result of cancellations and deferrals, many
businesses in the industry suffered significant revenue losses and terminated contracts.
Several companies in the event industry went bankrupt, some were forced to cut staff, and
some event professionals left the industry voluntarily. Statistics show that conferences were
the most popular type of event in the industry, with 62% of organizers planning them. The
category of corporate events was the second most popular type of event, with 61.2% of the
organizers planning them. In third place were workshops, with 46.7% of organizers
planning them. In 2019, the events industry was estimated at $ 1.135.4 billion, which was
expected by 2028.

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Inflationary processes in Georgia

term. The pace of exit from the tight monetary policy regime will depend on the dynamics
of lowering inflation expectations. It is expected that in the wake of lower inflation
expectations, the monetary policy rate will gradually decrease and return to neutral levels
in the medium term.
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The main directions of accounting policy in the modern stage
According to the accounting standards - accounting policy is a set of certain principles,

biases, assumptions, rules, and practical methods, which are used in the preparation and
presentation of financial accounting "accounting" in accounting policies, which aims to
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improve the consistency, reliability, and comparability of the enterprise's financial
calculations. All enterprises in Georgia are obliged to develop a correct accounting policy.
The accounting policy is developed independently and is the responsibility of the manager.
However, in addition to the financial accounting and legal services, consulting and auditing
firms hired by the enterprise are involved in the development of accounting policies.
Accounting policy information is disclosed in the financial statements. Information that
influences the decision of consumers of information is essential and such information
should not be combined with other articles. Explanatory notes on accounting policy should
be included: Information on methods. Changes in accounting policies can be reflected both
retrospectively and prospectively. In a retrospective approach, an enterprise must make
changes to all of its equity sub-components so that new accounting policies, early events,
and economic transactions are always applied to new accounting policies. Moreover,
economic operations, after the date on which the accounting policies were changed. The
financial condition of an enterprise significantly depends on which accounting policy
method it chooses. Whereas accounting policy is a real tool for influencing the consumer's
perception of information.
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Effectiveness of pension reform in Georgia

The implementation of pension reforms is often associated with economic and political
changes, the introduction of an adequate pension system will be able, on the one hand, to
reduce the pressure on public finances and, on the other hand, ensure dignified aging of the
population. In 2019, significant pension reform was implemented in Georgia. In favor of the
employee participating in the pension scheme, 2% of the accrued salary will be transferred
to the individual pension account of the pension agency participant. Additionally, the
employer and the state treasury contribute 2% of the accrued salary to the individual
pension account of the participant. That is, 6% of his salary is eventually transferred to the
pension fund. Enrollment in the new pension system is mandatory for citizens under 40
years of age. As of December 31, 2021, the interest accrued to the pension fund is GEL
264,638,511, while the total value of pension assets is GEL 1,980,289,982. From January 1,
2019, the total profitability of the pension fund amounted to 31.2%, which is 6.7% higher
than the inflation for the same period. In 2021, more than 129 thousand participants and
more than 11 thousand organizations joined the system, which is 7% more than in 2020. In
2021, more than 700 employees voluntarily joined the scheme. 741 people benefited from
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the accumulative pension in 2021 and the total pension issued by the agency in 2021
amounted to 1 559 077.35 GEL. As of February 15, 2022, the value of total pension assets is
Rs 2,096 billion. Of this, the accrued interest on investment activities is GEL 292 million.
The current annual profitability is 11.6%, while the profitability since the launch of the
fund is 33%. Now, the number of participants in the pension scheme is 1 million 250
thousand participants. According to the latest data, 1,524 people benefited from the
accumulative pension. Pension policy today goes in exactly the European direction that the
state has taken. The given reform is designed for at least 20 years, so as the state should treat
this amount responsibly, the population should also take into account that the pension
reform is a guarantee for the better old age of future generations and the 2% cut in wages
serves the proper development of the country.
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The role of Georgian Universities in the development of Iranian studies on the example of
Caucasus International University

Oriental studies in Georgia, including Iranian studies, is one of the most important fields,
the development of which foundation was laid more than a century ago. It should be noted
that with the establishment of the first GeorgianUniversityy, Iranian studies was one of the
first in Oriental Studies, which was founded at the Ivane Javakhishvili Tbilisi State
University. From now until now, Georgian Universities are actively involved in the
development of Iranian studies. In this way, Caucasus International University stands out
from Georgian universities. Due to its contribution to the development of Iranian studies at
the University, with the support of the Embassy of the Islamic Republic of Iran and the
Embassy Culture Department, an Iranian cabinet was opened, where intensive research on
Georgian-Iranian relations was launched. Along with university professors, students also
actively participate in this activity. Georgian-Iranian relations scientific-analytical center
was founded upon the research of Iranian Studies in the cabinet of Iranian Studies that
favored the promotion of Iranian studies. International scientific conferences dedicated to
the political, economic, and cultural relations between Georgia and Iran are held annually
through this Scientific Analytical Center and the proceedings of the conference are
published. Professors from various Universities in the Islamic Republic of Iran also
participate in these conferences. Caucasus International University supports through the
initiative of this center conducting the public lectures and other events, where, along with
the important issues of Georgian-Iranian relations, regional issues in the South Caucasus
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and the Middle East are discussed. The Iranian Embassy and the Culture Department of the
Embassy are also actively involved in the abovementioned events. CA cooperation
memorandum was signed between Caucasus International University and the University of
Tehran.
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The war in Ukraine; who is responsible?

Survival is the principal goal of each state. They are sensitive to their border and never like
a great power has a military base next door. As the USA has a backyard in the western
hemisphere, Russia wants its backyard in former Soviet Union states such as Ukraine.
However, the expansion of NATO to Russia’s border is a real danger to the survival of
Moscow. America and its allies in NATO optimistically think Ukraine is a sovereign country
and has the right to join NATO regardless of the great power’s policy. At the 2008 summit
of NATO in Bucharest, Georgia and Ukraine had hoped to join the NATO Membership
Action Plan. Russia emphasized this action is unacceptable but the West ignored it. The
liberal hegemony’s policy in America ignited Russia and Russo-Georgian War in August
2008 and Russo-Ukrainian War (Crimea war) in February 2014 happened subsequently. The
West never accepted their mistake and falsely equipped Ukraine and planned to expand
NATO to Russia’s border. The US’s basic goal has been to make Ukraine a western bulwark
on Russia’s border. America and its allies uusedtha ree mistakes strategies against Russia.
They Expand NATO to Russia’s borderexpandingnd the Ethe U to eastfosteredtering the
orange revolution in the backyard of Russia.

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The Normalization of Israel's Relations with the Arab States and the Regional Security
Complex in the Middle East

The Middle East regional security complex has undergone significant changes since the
beginning of the third millennium due to the widespread events and developments in this
region. The September 11 attacks of 2001 and the US war against Saddam Hussein and the
overthrow of the Ba'athist political regime in Iraq, Israel's wars with Hezbollah and Hamas
in 2006, 2008, and 2009, revolutionary developments in the MENA region the (the Middle
East and North Africa) and the Syrian crisis, the Saudi war with Yemen and, ultimately, the
normalization of Israel's relations with the Arab states have been among the most important
events affecting the security architecture of the Middle East. In the meantime, the issue of
the Arab-Israeli normalization seems to have a high capacity to change the security
structure of the Middle East and its patterns of friendship and enmity. Benefitting from the
theoretical framework of the "Regional Security Complex" by Barry Buzan et al., The
current research tries to address the impact of this variable (the Arab—Israeli normalization)
on the status of the security structure in the Middle East with an emphasis on the Persian
Gulf security subsystem. Therefore, the main question of this study is: “How the Persian
Gulf security subsystem is being affected in economic, political, military, security ty, and
social areas?” By Regional Security Complex, we are referring to "a set of units in which the
major security and non-security processes, or both, are so intertwined that security
problems cannot be analyzed or solved separately." (Waever, 2009: 55). The Abraham
Accords can be considered as can be considered as a milestone in assessing the course of
new developments, which shape the Middle East Subsystems, especially the Persian Gulf.
This official agreement is shaping the Middle East political, economic, and military, security
and social fields in a deep sense. We as the authors of the current article believe that among
all these five important areas the economic and military fields are of paramount important.
Economic and military variables play a very influential role in creating infrastructural
changes in the regional security architecture. The economic ties is considered as one of the
connecting points between the Arab countries and Israel, which can converge and link
countries such as the UAE, Bahrain and Israel in the future. What seems to increase the
economic weight of the Abraham peace agreement is the experience of the cold peace
agreements between Egypt and Jordan with Israel. Today Israel, contrary to the Cold Peace
Accords, is trying to increase the weight of the economic benefits of this agreement in order
to enable other Arab countries in the region to make a fundamental change in their behavior
with this state. The agreement concluded between Israel and the UAE and Bahrain covers
a wide range of economic cooperation in different sections, including finance and
investment, civil aviation, trade, health, science and technology, space industry, tourism,
culture and sport, energy, environment, education, maritime arrangements,
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communications and post, agriculture and food security, water, and finally legal cooperation
(The Abraham Accords Declaration, 2020). In the process of normalization, Israel seeks to
establish its economic presence in the Persian Gulf as the "gateway to the MENA region."
The UAE is facilitating and accelerating this issue. Among the UAE's actions in this regard
is the repeal of Israel's 40-year boycott law, which allows the country and its institutions to
do business with all seven UAE sheikhdoms. (Stavinsky, Harvey Cottrell Jr. & Golubkova,
2020). Another important factor that has been influenced by the process of normalization
of Israeli-Arab relations is the military trends in the Persian Gulf. Following the change in
the balance of power in the region, the Arab countries of the Persian Gulf moved towards
normalizing relations with Israel in order to obtain the necessary military concessions from
the United States. In this regard, the UAE is trying to upset the balance of power in the
region in its favor (and to the detriment of Iran) by acquiring American F-35 fighter jets.
As the only country to own F-35 fighter jets, Israel withdrew its opposition to selling the
fighter jets to the UAE after agreeing to normalize relations with Israel (aljazeera.com,
2020).

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Amasya Peace and Georgia

The first war between Iran and the Ottomans lasted for almost half a century. These two
states fought each other for territories not only in the West but also in the South Caucasus.
The first war between them ended in 1555, and a truce was made in Amasya the same year.
Because of this truce, territories were redistributed between the two empires - Iran and the
Ottomans. I will pay special attention to the part of the Amasya truce that concerns the
South Caucasus, in particular Georgia. According to the truce, Iran and the Ottomans
divided Georgia as follows: Eastern Georgia (Kingdoms of Kartli and Kakheti) became part
of Iran, while Western Georgia (Kingdoms of Imereti, Guria an,d Samegrelo) was ceded to
the Ottomans.

The Amasya truce
between Iran and the Ottomans was not violated for several centuries, and the starting point
of all the truces between them was the terms of the Amasya truce.

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Military-Political Organization Baghdad Pact "CENTO

A military-political organization was established in the Middle East in the 1950s. This
organization was called the Baghdad Pact since it was established in 1955 in Baghdad, the
capital of Iraq. The members of this organization were Iran, Turkey, Iraq, Pakistan, and
Great Britain. This organization aimed to resolve the conflicts in the region, which even
then were quite numerous. The Baghdad Pact was also supported by the US. The
organization never fulfilled its mission, which became especially clear during the 1956 Suez
Crisis. In 1958, a revolution took place in Iraq, overthrowing the monarchy and declaring
the country a republic. After that, Iraq no longer aspired to be in the Baghdad Pact and
withdrew from the organization. The Baghdad Pact was later renamed the CENTO and its
headquarters moved to Istanbul. With the withdrawal of this organization from Iraq,
CENTO became even weaker and became an incapable organization. Nevertheless, the US
still was optimistic about this organization. In the 60s and 70s of the last century, he could
hardly intervene in solving the current problems in the region, nor did he find the ability
to do anything. Iran also left the organization after the Islamic Revolution in Iran, and thus
CENTO virtually ceased to exist. In 1979, this organization was officially abolished. It was
the only military-political organization that existed in the Middle East. Since then, a similar
organization was no longer established in this region.
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The image of Iranians in Ibn Khaldun's thought

The Iranians were one of the most important pillars of the development of Islamic society.
Islamic culture arose and prepared the ground for its cultural movement. Abd al-Rahman
ibn Khaldun (808-732 AH / 1406-1332 AD), in his valuable introduction to the book Al-
Abr, wrote a chapter entitled "The majority of Islamic scholars were non-Arabs" and
commented on the contribution of Iranians to the cultural excellence and growth of Islam.
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The remainder of the role of Iranian ethnic groups in Islamic civilization by Arab writers,
although considered valuable, without familiarity with the author's intellectual system and
socio-political insight into the formation of Islamic civilization will cause inadequacy and
incomplete understanding of his report. This study, while analyzing Ibn Khaldun's
intellectual environment, has dealt with his type of thought about Iranians and their role
in the development of Islamic civilization.

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Sayeed Qutb As an ideologist

Sayeed Qutb was originally from Egypt. According to the narration, he started studying the
Quran of his own free will, which greatly influenced his thinking. A turning point in Sayeed
Qutb's life came in 1951 when he joined the Muslim Brotherhood, which, in Qutb's view,
would have the power to unite the Muslim "Ummah." Qutb had to go through several stages
to unite the Muslim Ummah. He highlighted the importance of "Jihad", "Jahiliyyah" and
"Jamaa". First and foremost, it was a "jihad" - which had to be implemented if people would
deviate from the path of the true God. According to Qutb, this "misguidance" would lead to
oppression, which must have been resurrected and stopped by the true Muslims, by any
means. Qutb used the term ,Jahiliyyah“(Ignorance) to refer to the periods from Moses the
Mediator to Jesus and from Jesus the Mediator to Muhammad. In those days, people were
forgetting a veritable word from time to time and becoming apostatized from all the truth.
They were setting off the path of ignorance. "Jamaa" - is a union of Muslim "Ummah", whose
common political, religious, and moral aspects will be based only on the achievements of
Islam.
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The role of women in Islam

There is a great deal of interest in Islam about the social role of women. Quite a lot is written
about this issue, but the interest in this direction is still great. There is often talk about the
social status of women in Islam as if a woman has no rights and so on. The question in this
direction is whether it is real or not.
